DRAFT DEVELOPMENT CONTRIBUTION SCHEME.

Mr. J. Clarke, Director of Services, referred to the two proposals put forward at the meeting held on the 26th February 2004.   He stated that the level of development charges being suggested would not realise the estimated expenditure in respect of the provision of public infrastructure and facilities up to 2009.   

The County Manager outlined the various schemes and projects that will need to be cut if the development charges proposed at meeting held on the 26th February 2004 are adopted by the Council.

Mr. Killeen stated that he had consulted with the Council’s solicitor regarding treating a certain sector of the community differently to the other with regard to Development Charges.   The Council’s solicitor said that he would need Counsel advice on the matter but felt that it would not be appropriate to differentiate so much between the farming community and the general community.

On the proposal of Councillor A. Mitchell seconded by Councillor V. Kiernan, it was unanimously agreed that a sub-group comprising three Fianna Fail members, three Fine Gael members and three independent members would meet with the executive of the Council to deliberate on the proposed charges and then make a recommendation to the Council.  The meeting to reconvene at 4.30 p.m.

It was also agreed that the Mayor, Councillor G. Brady, would chair the sub-group meeting.

When the meeting resumed at 7.00 p.m. the Scheme, as recommended by the sub-group, and as set out on the attached document, was put to the meeting and adopted unanimously   -   available on Longford County Council’s website – www.longfordcoco.ie
