DRAFT ROADWORKS SCHEME 2005:

The members considered further the Draft Roadworks Scheme 2005.

Arising out of a previous discussion which took place at the March Monthly Meeting and the shortfall of funds in respect of County Road Improvement, it was proposed by Councillor A. Mitchell and seconded by Councillor A. Farrell that Longford County Council seek to have a deputation received by the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in connection with the Road Allocations for the year 2005.

Deputy Mae Sexton, who was present for the meeting, indicated that she would give every assistance to the Council in seeking the deputation with the Minister.

Arising from the foregoing, Councillor P. Nolan asked that a report be prepared indicating the number of times that the Council had sought deputations with Ministers and the number of deputations granted audience with Ministers as from July 2004.

Mr. J. Kilgallen, Director of Services, circulated the members with a document outlining the proposed adjustments to the Draft Scheme and the position regarding the preparation of the lists was explained by the Director.

The Director of Services recommended the re-allocation of funds from Regional Roads which could be accomplished within the Guidelines laid down by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.    The Council accepted this recommendation, and it was agreed that the South Longford Area Committee would meet briefly to discuss the roads in the South Longford area to benefit from this transfer of funds.

After the meeting of the Area Committee was held and having reported to the Council on their deliberations, it was agreed that the Draft Roadworks Scheme for 2005 be adopted by Longford County Council and that the following County Roads be included for Restoration Improvement Works in the year 2005:-

· Derraghan 4 Roads – Caltraghbeg 3 Roads (Additional part)

· Rath 3 Roads Cloghan (Part)

· Cashelbeg New Park.

· Cullentra Road (Part)

· Kilnacarron, Lanesborough (Part).

Further discussion took place in relation to roads in the North Longford area and the suggestion was made that Councils ‘own resources’ be used.  However, on the advice of the County Manger, it was agreed that this would be a dangerous precedent and the matter was not pursued.

This concluded the business of the meeting.
