INFRASTRUCTURAL SERVICES.


Draft Roadworks Scheme 2007.

On the proposal of Councillor S. Farrell seconded by Councillor B. Steele, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the Draft Roadworks Scheme 2007 .

Mr. R. Timlin, Director of Services, stated that a meeting was held with representatives from the Health & Safety Authority on Friday, 9th March 2007 regarding safety at roadworks.  He stated that Longford County Council is in the process of preparing an Improvement Plan for submission to the H..S.A. for approval.

The officials from the Health & Safety Authority requested that no road surfacing works be undertaken in the County until Longford County Council’s Improvement Plan is approved by the H.S.A.

Mr. Timlin stated that the proposed Improvement Plan, if approved by the H.S.A., may  have implications on the Roadworks Scheme for 2007 and that he will keep the members updated.

Draft Bye Laws for Speed Limits on roads in the Edgeworthstown area.

Mr. Timlin informed the meeting that the Bye-Laws for Speed Limits on roads in the Edgeworthstown area are required as a consequence to the opening of inner relief road.

On the proposal of Councillor F. Kilbride seconded by Councillor J. Coyle, it unanimously agreed to adopt the Bye-Laws for Speed Limits on roads in the Edgeworthstown area.

Section 85 Agreement.

Mr. Timlin informed the meeting that Westmeath County Council will act as the lead Local Authority for the N4 Mullingar to Longford Road Improvement Scheme.  The National Roads Design Office in Mullingar will carry out the day to day management of the Scheme.

The meeting discussed the proposed corridor which will be examined to ascertain a route for the N4 Mullingar to Longford Road Improvement Scheme, and it was agreed that the National Roads Authority be requested to complete the feasibility study as quickly as possible in order to limit the time that it will affect planning in the area.

All members agreed that a dual carriageway should be provided and not a 2+1 system.

On the proposal of Councillor S. Butler seconded by Councillor L. McEntire, it was unanimously agreed to adopt Agreement between Longford County Council and Westmeath County Council in accordance with Section 85 of the Local Government Act 2001 and Section 14 of the roads Act 1993.

Progress Report on E.S.B. connections.

There are significant delays in the provision of ESB supply for new Public Lighting at a number of sites. Contact has been made with the ESB Area Manager to request his intervention on the matter on a number of occasions over the last two months.

Minutes of Water Services and Environmental Policy Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on 13th November 2006.

The  Minutes of Water Services and Environmental Policy Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on Monday, 13th November 2006, which had been circulated to the members, were noted.

PROGRESS REPORTS:-
Mr. R. Timlin, Director of Services, updated the members as follows:-

Edgeworthstown Sewerage (Nutrient Reduction)

The purpose of this scheme is to provide phosphorus removal equipment at the existing treatment plant and carry out some refurbishment work. A second phase will increase the treatment capacity of the plant but is not needed at this time.

Tenders have been evaluated and awarded to EPS Ltd. 

On- site works due to commence April 2007.

Longford Central Regional Water Supply Scheme- Reservoir and Pipelines

This scheme will provide a new 10,000 cu.m. Reservoir at Knockahaw to serve Longford Town and environs, a new watermain to connect it to the existing service reservoir at Prucklish and some new distribution mains in Longford Town. Tenders have been received on the 22nd February and are now currently been evaluated by the Consultant Engineer. Construction due to commence later in July/August of this year.

Ballymahon Regional Water Supply Scheme

The preliminary report for this scheme has been submitted to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government seeking approval to prepare contract documents. The recommendation is that the treatment plant be upgraded, a larger link and a new reservoir located at Kenagh and that the scheme be linked to the Lanesboro- Newtowncashel supply. The estimated cost is €4.2m. with a local contribution of €1.05m.

Drumlish, Newtownforbes, Ardagh, Aughnacliffe and Ballinalee Sewerage Scheme

These villages have been bundled together for contract and operational purposes. There will be three contracts as follows. It is intended to procure the above scheme using three contracts as follows;

Contract 1
Collection network for Ardagh, Aughnacliffe and Ballinalee

Contract 2
Collection network for Drumlish and Newtownforbes

Contract3
Treatment Plants for all the above schemes, procured through a design, build operate process

Contract 1 is scheduled to be advertised in April 2007 with construction to start in December 2007. Contract 2 is scheduled to be advertised in June 2007 with construction to start in March 2008. Sites for Treatment Plants are negotiated with landowners.  

In final stages of obtaining Wayleave agreements and Pumping Station sites. When these are finalized the Part 8 planning process can take place and will come before the Council.

Granard Regional Water Supply Scheme Strategic Review
The Preliminary Report for this scheme has been submitted to the DEHLG for approval and to proceed to contract document stage. The main work proposed is to carry out improvements at the treatment works, construct a new watermain to supply the existing reservoirs and to extend the network to serve an area of the scheme to the North of Granard. The estimated cost is €6.3m. with a local contribution of €1.9m.

Longford Central Regional Water Supply Scheme Strategic Review

This is now with the DEHLG and we are seeking approval to prepare contract documents to develop a major groundwater source to the north of the town, improve the treatment capacity of the Lough Forbes Water Treatment Plant and improve the level of service to the Edgeworthstown and Ballinalee areas through increased storage and supply mains. The estimated cost of the full scheme is €18m. with a local contribution of €3.9m. When this scheme is implemented it will solve the supply and quality problems that are presently affecting this scheme. Longford County Council is awaiting Departmental approval. 

Longford Sewerage Phase 2

Approval has been received to prepare contract documents subject to the prior preparation of a local area plan for the area. Consultants to be appointed to prepare Area Plan. The estimated cost is presently €4.6m with a local contribution of €2.76m. The level of contribution is high because the DEHLG has said the scheme will be funded as a serviced land initiative where a 60% local contribution is required. This scheme is mainly located in the administrative area of Longford Town Council. While the Town Council will benefit from implementation of the scheme the level of development levy for water services presently set by the elected members of that authority is not adequate to fund the local contribution required and the burden for funding it will eventually fall to non-domestic water users in the county and town and the local government fund.

Longford Sludge Management

The Sludge Management Strategy for the County has recently been revised and submitted to the DoEHLG for appraisal. Implementation will be in conjunction with planned improvements at the Treatment Plant. The estimated cost is €1.5m with a local contribution of €0.92m.

Lanesborough Water Supply Stage 1

Contract documents are presently being prepared. An advance well has been bored and will be brought into service early this year. It is intended to expand the scheme to include Newtowncashel. The current estimated cost is €6.0m. with a local contribution of €1.5m.

Longford Grouped Towns and Villages Sewerage Scheme Feasibility Study

The study has been submitted to the DoEHLG. Some of the schemes will be suitable for funding under the water services investment programme while others will be delivered in conjunction with local developments. The estimated cost is €9.6m with a local contribution of €2.4m. 

Ballinamuck sewerage scheme is included in the 12 Village Sewerage Scheme feasibility study seeking approval for funding to prepare contract documents. The estimated cost of the Ballinamuck element of the scheme is €766,000.

Kenagh and Legan Sewerage Schemes

A feasibility report has been prepared and recommends the provision of a new treatment plant to treat the discharge to a high standard. This is necessary because of the characteristics of the receiving water. The estimated capital cost is €1.05m for the Kenagh scheme and €2.04m for the Legan scheme and the scheme has been included in the assessment of need submitted to the DoEHLG. It is hoped that it will be included in the next water services investment programme for the year 2007-09 to be announced by the DoEHLG in 2007.

Longford Town Sewerage Scheme- Network and Waste Water Treatment Plant Review 

A brief for this scheme is presently being prepared. It is intended to look at improvements to the existing network serving the town, storm water overflows and improvements to the treatment plant.

Water Conservation Scheme

The Council made a submission to the DEHLG for funding of   €17.4 m. to replace defective watermains in the Town and County with a Phase 1 proposal for €6.0m. An allocation of €5.0m was approved with local funding of €1.0m. This will include work in Longford Town and environs costing €4.8m. and replacement of mains in Fermoyle, Polladoey and Foss at a cost of €1.2m. This allocation will facilitate road improvements in Longford town and replace watermains in rural areas that are subject to frequent bursts. The Network Rehabilitation phase is now commencing with the preparation of Contract Documentation for Main replacement contracts.

Chewing Gum Stains.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P.J. Reilly and seconded by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin:-

“I wish to put a Motion forward for the Council to make finance available to wash and remove chewing gum stains off our footpaths and pavements in our towns throughout the County.”

It was noted that Longford County Council will be taking part in a national campaign which is due to begin this summer.

Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin proposed and Mayor P. Belton seconded that Longford County Council write to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government requesting additional funding to clean up footpaths.

Councillor P. Nolan proposed and Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin seconded that Longford County Council purchase a machine for removing chewing gum from footpaths.

Replacement of Asbestos Pipes.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Nolan and seconded by Councillor S. Farrell:-

“That this Council calls on the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for funding to replace all asbestos pipes in the 
County.”


Councillor Nolan agreed to amend the motion as follows and that the amended motion be forwarded to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government:-

“That this Council calls on the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for funding to replace all asbestos pipes in the 
County, if there is a need.”

Motte in Granard.

Councillor P. J. Reilly proposed and Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin seconded that the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government be requested to meet a deputation from Longford County Council regarding the purchase of the Motte in Granard, which is currently on the market.   It was agreed that contact be made with the Minister’s department as soon as possible regarding this matter.

FINANCE DIRECTORATE.

Public Liability Claims.

It was noted that no public liability claims had been received by the Council during the months of January and February 2007.  

Annual Financial Statement 2006.

The Head of Finance outlined the details of the Draft Annual Financial Statement 2006 and replied to queries from the members.  

On the proposal of Councillor A. Farrell seconded by Councillor L. McEntire approval to Excess Expenditure in the sum of €55,000 in 2006 was unanimously approved.

Schedule of Uncollected Rates as at 31st December 2005.

On the proposal of Councillor G. Brady seconded by Mayor P. Belton, it was unanimously agreed that each Councillor receive a schedule of uncollected rates in his/her electoral area.   

Councillor S. Butler referred to the following Notice of Motion which was adopted at meeting of the Council held on the 20th September 2006:

“That Longford County Council requests the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government to permit each Local Authority to waive, or zero rate, Community and Owner Operated Childcare Facilities. That this motion, should it be passed by Longford County Council, be circulated to all other Local Authorities.”

He emphasised that there is a waiver scheme in operation in the Council where each case can be considered on its own merits.
