ADOPTION OF MINUTES

Presentations at Meetings    -   Review of Standing Orders.

The County Manager informed the meeting that a revised draft of the Standing Orders will be prepared and submitted to the Corporate Policy Group and the Council for consideration later in the year.

FINANCE DIRECTORATE

Public Liability Claims.

It was noted that one public liability claim had been received by the Council during the month of April 2008.

Consideration of Loan of €2,700,000.

On the proposal of Councillor M. Nevin seconded by Councillor L. Bannon, it was unanimously agreed to approve the raising of loan of €2,700,000 to finance the Council’s contribution in respect of the Longford Central Regional Water Supply Scheme – Reservoir and Pipelines – Stage 6. (Loan Charges to be funded from Development Contributions).

Consideration of loan of €1,700,000 

On the proposal of Councillor  M. Nevin seconded by Councillor  F. Kilbride, it was unanimously agreed to approve the raising of loan of €1,700,000 to finance the completion of the Council’s Water Metering Project.

Higher Educations Grants Scheme 2008.

Ms. Maeve Killian, Acting Head of Finance, explained that the Higher Education Grants Scheme for 2008 was not yet available but suggested that it be adopted, in principle, to prevent any delays in processing applications and payments.  This was proposed by Councillor P. Belton and seconded by Councillor F. Kilbride.

Funding of new office accommodation.

The members discussed, in detail, the contents of the report which was circulated with the Agenda on the funding for the proposed new office accommodation.

It was agreed that the project proceed and that the members be updated on a regular basis on the progress of same.

Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin, deferred from Special Meeting held on 4th June 2008.

“I call on Longford County Council to hold a special meeting to discuss the implications of the financial cutbacks from the various Government Departments”.

The Acting Head of Finance stated that the Finance Section has not been informed of any financial cutbacks at this stage.
HOUSING, PLANNING AND BUILDING CONTROL SERVICES.

Minutes of Housing and Social Policy, Planning and Building Control Policy Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on the 28th January 2008.             

The Minutes of Housing and Social Policy, Planning and Building Control Policy Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on the 28th January 2008 were noted.         

Planning Applications

The list of Planning Applications which had been received since the April meeting of the Council was submitted and noted.

N4 Mullingar to Longford (Rooskey) Upgrade   -    Planning Applications in Constraints Study Area.

The meeting was informed that no planning applications were refused in the constraints study area of the N4 Mullingar to Longford (Roosky) scheme.  

Timeframe for proposed Variation to County Longford Development Plan 

2003 – 2009.

The Council has commenced the procurement process to engage consultants to prepare an Environmental Report to accompany proposed variations.  The closing date for tenders is the 18th June, 2008 and a report will be prepared for the July meeting of the council outlining these costs.

Screening has taken place in accordance with Article 13(k) of SEA Regs 2004.  This indicated that SEA is required (as per screening decision sent to all the members in April).  Under Article 13(l) of SEA Regs 2004 the proposed variation must be accompanied by an Environmental Report, the preparation of the Environmental Report will take approximately 12 weeks to prepare in total which includes a required minimum of 3 weeks consultation with the Environmental Authorities.  The variation process under Section 13 of the Planning & Development Act 2000, once commenced, will take a minimum of 8 weeks, including 4 weeks consultation and preparation of Managers Report on Submissions.  The total time scale for this process is therefore approximately 28 weeks.  

Revised  Policy for Taking in Charge of Housing Estates.  

Department Circular PD 1/08 and revised policy for Taking in Charge of Housing Estates was circulated to the members.

Mr. J. Clarke, Director of Services informed the meeting that this Circular updates the earlier policy guidance issued by the Department.   
Councillor M. Mulleady asked that the Council request developers to inform residents of the elements of their estate which the Council has taken in charge.

It was agreed that the revised Taking in Charge Policy be adopted by the Council

Notices of Motions:

Taking in Charge of Aughafad Heights, Longford.

The following Notice of Motion in the name of Councillor A. Mitchell was deferred to the July Meeting of the Council.

“To provide this Council with a report on the taking in charge of Aughafad Heights, Longford, the steps taken to date and the likely timeframe for this estate to be taken in charge by Longford County Council.”

Official Opening of Regenerated St. Matthew’s Park, Ballymahon.

“Now that St. Matthew’s Park regeneration is near complete, I propose it be officially opened by the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.”

Councillor Steele informed the meeting that he is withdrawing this Motion as the regeneration of St. Matthew’s Park was funded by Longford County Council.  

It would be more appropriate for the Mayor of the Council to perform the official opening.

Provision of Ramp on Roadway in Churchview Housing Estate, Lanesboro.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor S. Farrell, on behalf of Councillor A. Farrell, and seconded by Councillor B. Steele:-

“That a ramp be provided on roadway in Churchview Housing Estate.”

In response to Notice of Motion from Cllr. Adrian Farrell, the Director of Services indicated that consideration would be given to the provision of ramps in Churchview, Lanesboro to be funded from internal capital receipts.  The process would require consultation with the residents in relation to the positioning of the ramps and their acceptance of the principle of the scheme.

Provision of Bus Shelter at Churchview Housing Estate, Lanesboro.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor S. Farrell, on behalf of Councillor A. Farrell,  and seconded by Councillor P. Belton:-

“That a Bus Shelter be provided at Churchview Housing Estate.”

The Council will write to Bus Eireann regarding this request.

Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin, deferred from Special Meeting held on 4th June 2008.

“I call on Longford County Council to hold a special meeting to discuss the implications of the financial cutbacks from the various Government Departments”.

In response to a Notice of Motion from Cllr. Maura Kilbride-Harkin, the Director of Services indicated that there would be €4 million of a shortfall in the Capital Allocation for Housing in 2008.  As a result of this, it will not be possible to commence any new Housing Developments or to purchase any dwellings.  However, the Director of Services indicated that the Council would make special provision in the case of any emergencies arising.  It is not possible at this stage to indicate the effect of the shortfall on the 2009 Housing Programme, as this will depend on the allocation notified for that year.

Presentation on Protected Structures  
Ms. Catherine Ivers, Assistant Planner, made a presentation to the members on Protected Structures in the County.   She stated that that there are 50 existing protected structures and 207 proposed.  

The presentation dealt with the following issues:-

· Types of Structures which need to be protected.

· Legal Aspect.

· Procedure.

· Development potential of protected structures.

Consultation.

Initial letters were sent out to all identified owners and occupiers in 2007 and March 2008. All owners and occupiers had an opportunity to make submissions and observations over a ten week period which ended on the 23rd May 2008

As part of the review of the County Development Plan, a Manager’s report will issue in August 2008.

Ms. Ivers outlined the procedure for choosing additions to the record of Protected Structures and the grants which are available to assist owners and occupiers to preserve a protected structure and emphasised that the Planning Department are willing to address any issues or concerns which owners/occupiers may have.

A Historical Consultant has been contracted to aid this process.

Ms. Ivers replied to queries raised by the members on the following issues:-

· Insurance implications.

· Historical Graveyards.

· Water Pumps.

· Farm Buildings.

· Enforcement.

The Mayor and members complimented Ms. Ivers on her excellent presentation.

CORPORATE, ENVIRONMENTAL, EMERGENCY, RECREATION AND AMENITY SERVICES.

Fix Date and Venue for Annual Meeting of the Council.

On the proposal of Councillor S. Farrell  seconded by Councillor P. Belton, it was unanimously agreed that the 2008 Annual Meeting of Longford County Council be held at  4.00 p.m. on Friday, 27th June 2008 in the Community Centre in Newtowncashel.

Annual Report 2007.

On the proposal of Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin seconded by the Mayor it was unanimously agreed to adopt the 2007 Annual Report.

Green Paper on Local Government.

The Green Paper on Local Government, which was circulated to the members on the 
2nd May 2008, was noted.

Notices of Motions.

Additional Funding to Provide Walkways at Amenity Area and Coillte Woods at Rathcline Road, Lanesboro.

The following Notices of Motions in the name of Councillor Adrian Farrell were deferred to the July meeting:-

“That Longford County Council seek additional funding from Government Agencies to provide walkways through Amenity Area and Coillte Woods at Rathcline Road, Lanesboro.”

“That Longford County Council calls on the Department of Finance and the Revenue Commissioners to reduce excise duty on petrol and diesel in order to reduce costs to motorists, industry and farming.”

Term of Appointment of Superintendent of the Gardai.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor Frank Kilbride and seconded by Councillor  M. Kilbride -Harkin:-

“That this Council writes to the Garda Commissioner and the Minister for Justice requesting that the term of appointment of a Superintendent in a district be for a minimum period of two years.”

It was agreed that the Council write to Garda Commissioner and the Minister for Justice regarding this issue.

Recycling Facility.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor Frank Kilbride and seconded by Councillor  G. Brady:-

“That this Council explore the possibility of installing a minimum of two of the new type recycling facility similar to the one in Strokestown, that was recently opened.”

Mr. Kilgallen stated that the system installed in a school in Strokestown is known as a ‘Reverse Vending Machine’.   The machine is used to reward users for recycling plastic or glass bottles and aluminium cans on the basis of a customer loyalty card or similar.   The cost of installing and leasing the system varies from an estimated €5,500/module/year for recycling 1 No. particular material to €16,500/unit/year for recycling 3 No. different materials.

The Council’s Environment Awareness Officer will consult with the suppliers and investigate the cost to benefit ratio of the proposal, and the economic viability of providing the system as proposed within the constraints of the Council’s current budgetary allocation.   If viable, consideration will be given to preparation of a report for consideration by the Environmental Strategic Policy Committee.

Courthouse Facilities in Granard.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor Maura Kilbride-Harkin and seconded by Councillor G. Brady:-

“I ask Longford County Council to call on the Courts Service to withdraw the proposal made by the Venue Review Committee that the Courthouse facilities in Granard be closed.”
Councillor Kilbride-Harkin proposed and Councillor M. Farrell seconded that the Courts Service be requested to receive a deputation from Longford County Council regarding Court facilities in Granard.

Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin, deferred from Special Meeting held on 4th June 2008.

“I call on Longford County Council to hold a special meeting to discuss the implications of the financial cutbacks from the various Government Departments”.

Councillor Kilbride-Harkin was informed that the grant to assist disabled access increased from €300,000 (€180,000 capital and €120,000 current) in 2006 to €310,000 (€170,000 + €50,000 supplementary capital and €90,000 current) in 2007.  The allocation so far in 2008 is €290,000 (€200,000 capital and €90,000 current).

Grants to the Environmental function increased by 58% from €351,545 in 2006 to €555,614 in 2007.   It is expected that there will not be significant change in the 2008 allocation from 2007.

Even allowing for the fact that the 2007 grants contained a once-off allocation of €198,000 in respect of disposal of farm plastics, the amount in 2007 still showed increase over that of 2006.  And there is no reason to expect at this stage that this trend will not continue this year'.

INFRASTRUCTURAL SERVICES.

Draft Speed Limit Bye-Laws.   

Councillor P. Belton proposed and Councillor P. Murphy seconded the adoption of the Speed Limit Bye-Laws, as circulated to the members.

Progress report on the  proposed motorway from Mullingar to Rooskey.

Mr. R. Timlin, Director of Services, informed the meeting that the Constraints Stage is nearing completion and the final draft report is being prepared for submission to the National Roads Authority.  

The development of Route Options is in progress and the engineering and environmental aspects of possible route options are being progressed.  A number of field studies are being undertaken as part of this process.   The publication of route options is expected to be in the third quarter of 2008 with public consultations at that time.

Following on from the Public Consultations, the route options will be subject to further engineering and economic analysis and review by the N.R.A.  On completion of these processes, the Route Selection Report and Emerging Preferred Route will be published.  This is expected at the end of 2008 or early 2009.

Development Levies Plan 2008 – 2010 for the South, Mid and North Areas.

On the proposal of Councillor S. Butler seconded by Councillor F. Kilbride, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the Development Levies Plan 2008  - 2010 for the South, Mid and North Areas, as circulated to the members.

Sign Recommendations for Advance 
Warning of the Presence of Children.

On the proposal of Councillor L. Bannon seconded by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the Sign Recommendations for Advance Warning of the Presence of Children, as circulated to the members.

Quarterly Report on Water Monitoring.

The quarterly report on Water Monitoring was noted.

Notices of Motions.

Sewerage Problems on Moigh Road and Mullingar Road, Ballymahon.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor B. Steele and seconded by Councillor M.  Cahill:-

“I am calling on Longford County Council Sanitary Section to undertake vacuum system study on Moigh Road and Mullingar Road, Ballymahon as there are serious sewerage problems being experienced by residents living in these areas.”

Councillor Steele was informed that the Water Services Assessment of Need document which was adopted by the Council sets out the policy for deciding the priority of water services capital schemes as follows.

1 Improve existing water schemes where water quality is not satisfactory

2 Augment drinking water supplies where quantity is not sufficient.

3 Improve unsatisfactory effluent treatment and collection systems that are causing pollution of the environment.

4 The provision of public water supplies to areas that are not presently served.

The extension of the sewerage scheme on the Moigh and Mullingar roads Ballymahon would not meet the above criteria and there is no scheme at present being considered.

The residents may consider an application for a group sewerage scheme as is now happening at Knockmartin Longford.   The Council intends to hold a public information evening on group water and sewerage schemes in Ballymahon in the Autumn and we will be happy to assist the residents in applying for a scheme. 

Grass Cutting throughout the County.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Mayor P. Nolan and seconded by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin:-

“That we address the issue of grass cutting throughout the County, particularly in the mid-Longford area.”

 

Mayor Nolan was informed that Longford County Council will assist and support the

communities in maintaining their own areas.

With regard to grass cutting along the side of the public road at Foynescourt,

the Roads section will continue to maintain this area.

Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor M. Kilbride-Harkin, deferred from Special Meeting held on 4th June 2008.
