FINANCE DIRECTORATE.

Address to Members by Senator David Norris to seek nomination for Office of President.
Mayor P. Connell introduced Senator David Norris to the meeting and welcomed him to Longford County Council.
Senator Norris thanked the Members for their warm welcome and their courtesy in affording him the opportunity to address them, in his request to seek a nomination to run for the office of President.
Senator Norris addressed the Members on his candidature, outlining how he would promote Ireland as a modern, sophisticated culture in an effort to attract indigenous industry and foreign direct investment to the country.  He would also address mental health issues, as well as promoting culture.  In that regard, the Senator paid tribute to Longford’s rich history in literature, citing the well known names of those who had connections to Longford including Goldsmith, Padraic Column, James Joyce and Maria Edgeworth.

At the conclusion of his presentation, the Members joined with the Mayor in wishing Senator Norris every success with receiving nominations to run for the office of President.

Presentation by Mr. Enda Brazel, Irish Public Bodies Mutual Insurances Ltd.

Mayor P. Connell introduced and welcomed Mr. Enda Brazel, Head of Underwriting, Irish Public Bodies, to the meeting.  Mr. Brazel gave a presentation to the members under the following headings:

Mr. Brazel responded as follows to questions and issues raised by the members – 

· On the issue of profits, no dividends are issued and all profits are retained as capital.

· IPB, similar to other insurance companies are governed by the Financial Regulator.

· The Council’s stock of housing is insured as a risk to the Council, therefore non-Council property such as contents, would not be offered.  Mayor P. Connell asked if this could be provided in writing.
· IPB work very closely with their clients in relation to insurance claims to pursue the best outcome.
· The Retro Rate provides cover for potential losses, otherwise a much higher up-front premium would be payable to cover long term losses.

The Mayor and members thanked Mr. Brazel for his attendance at the meeting and providing an update on IPB.
The County Manager also thanked Mr. Brazel for his attendance at the meeting.  He acknowledged the very good relationship that Longford County Council have with IPB, which he described as an Open Door Policy and extended his thanks in this regard.  The County Manager also acknowledged the enormous contribution that Councillor L. McEntire made in his capacity as a member of the IPB Board and which was instrumental in building the Council’s relationship with IPB.  On behalf of the Executive, he extended his commiserations to Councillor McEntire on the changes to the IPB Board membership and formally acknowledged the great service he gave for Longford County Council and Longford Town Council.

Projects undertaken in Co. Longford
Mayor P. Connell made a statement to the press that the Projects currently under way in the County during 2011 amount to €22 million.  These Projects include the Cluid Housing Scheme in St. Michael’s Road, the N5 Bypass, the sewerage schemes at Kenagh and Legan as well as the upgrading of water in the county.  He stated that these Projects will inject a valuable boost to the local economy and in the case of the Cluid Scheme and N5 Bypass Project, will help create jobs locally.
ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, CORPORATE AND CULTURAL SERVICES AND HUMAN RESOURCES:

Draft Annual Report 2010.

The Draft Annual Report 2010 prepared in accordance with Section 221 of the Local Government Act 2001 was noted.

Consideration of Draft County Tourism Strategy.
Mr. F. Sheridan, Director of Services, presented the Draft County Tourism Strategy to the members.  He reminded the members that it was agreed following the publication of the Draft Tourism Strategy, a sub-committee of the Council should be set up to bring the issue forward.

On the proposal of Councillor S. Farrell, seconded by Councillor P. Connell, it was proposed that this item be listed on the May Agenda to nominate representatives to this Sub Committee.

Signage in County Longford
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor B. Steele -
“When can proper signage be put in place on all approach roads into County Longford indicating what we have to offer in our County.”
It was proposed that Councillor Steele’s Notice of Motion should form part of the Draft County Tourism Strategy, to which Councillor Steele agreed.
Connolly Barracks Feasibility Study
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor A. Mitchell. 
“To seek approval for a deputation to meet the new Minister, to discuss how the findings of Connolly Barracks Feasibility Study can be progressed.”

In Councillor Mitchell’s absence, the motion was proposed by Councillor F. Kilbride and seconded by Councillor M. Sexton.  It was suggested that the Members should decide on the representatives to attend the deputation.

INFRASTRUCTURAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES.

ROADS.
Section 85 Agreement -  Longford County Council and Westmeath County Council.

On the proposal of Councillor D. Glennon seconded by Mayor P. Connell, it was unanimously agreed to enter into an Agreement in the terms set out with Westmeath County Council pursuant to Section 85 of the Local Government Act 2001 whereby Westmeath County Council will exercise the statutory powers, functions and duties necessary in relation to the rehabilitation of the following railway bridges in Counties Longford, Westmeath and Wexford. 

a) WH-N04-002.00 – Ballynafid Bridge (Westmeath)

b) LD-N04-003.00 – Lamagh Bridge (Longford)

c) WX-N25-004.00 – Killinick Bridge (Wexford).

(as described in the Schedule to the Agreement) as circulated to the members.

WATER.
Water Services Investment Programme 2010 – 2012 
Mr. C. Murphy, Acting Director of Services, updated the members as follows and replied to queries raised -
Contracts at Construction:
Longford Central Regional Water Supply Scheme- Reservoir and Pipelines–Stage 6 

This Scheme has provided a new 10,000 m³ reservoir at Knockahaw to serve Longford town and environs, a new watermain to connect it to the existing service reservoir at Prucklish and some new distribution mains in Longford town.

Final account report is being prepared in order to be submitted to the Department.

5 Villages SS - Contract 1: Ardagh, Aughnacliffe & Ballinalee Networks 

This contract involved the construction of sewer networks in the villages of Ardagh, Aughnacliffe and Ballinalee. Works substantially complete and Longford County Council to carry out permanent reinstatement in conjunction with the roads programme. 

Contracts to Start 2010 – 2012:
Ballymahon/ Granard Regional Water Supply Scheme 

The proposed works on Ballymahon RWSS and the Granard RWSS have been combined and divided into the following Contracts:

Contract 3 - Water Treatment Works Upgrades

The contract provides for the upgrading of Abbeyshrule WTW and Lough Kinale WTW which supplies Ballymahon RWSS and Granard RWSS respectively. 

A Letter of Acceptance has been issued to EPS Ltd. Construction is envisaged to commence in May/June 2011. 

Contract 4 - Pipelines

On the Ballymahon RWSS, the works consists of a new trunk main to link the Ballymahon and Keenagh Schemes as well as a new trunk main to Ballymahon Tower. On the Granard RWSS the works consists of a new rising main between Lough Kinale WTW and Rathcronan Reservoir as well as replacing existing cast iron watermain in Abbeylara. ShareRidge Ltd. will commence works on 18th April 2011 and it is envisaged that works will be completed by March 2012.

Longford Central Regional Water Supply Scheme 

The proposed works for the scheme have been divided into individual contracts as follows:

Contract 3 – Pipelines & Reservoirs

The contract provides for the construction of 2 no. reservoirs, i.e. 5,000m³ reservoir at Prucklish and a 750m³ reservoir at Lisnanagh to provide additional storage capacity on the Scheme.  It will also involve the construction of new rising main and distribution main between Lough Forbes WTW and Prucklish Reservoir and the construction of a new rising main between Glannagh Pumping Station and Lisnanagh Reservoir.

Tenders have been invited from contractors and the closing date for receipt of tenders is 7th June 2011.

Contract 4 – Upgrading of Lough Forbes WTW 

This contract provides for the construction of additional clarification capacity at Lough Forbes WTW in order to relieve overloading of the existing Dissolved Air Flotation (DAF) tank.  The contract also provides for sludge dewatering equipment and new treatment building to house additional treatment.  This will improve the quality of the supply.

EPS commenced works on site in November 2010 and contract is progressing well and works will be completed by May 2011.

5 Villages Sewerage Scheme:  

Contract 2 – Design Build Operate Works 

This contract provides for the design, supply, construction, installation, testing and commissioning, operation and maintenance of all plant, materials and equipment to provide new Wastewater Treatment Plants for the villages of Ardagh, Aughnacliffe, Ballinalee, Drumlish and Newtownforbes.

Report on Tenders was submitted in April 2010 to the DoEHLG for approval. Longford County Council is waiting for approval in order to appoint recommended tenderer. 
Councillor G. Brady expressed some concern regarding sanction for the tender for Drumlish Treatment Plant. 

Water Conservation Stage 3 Phase 1 Network Rehabilitation

The works within this contract comprise the rehabilitation of existing watermains and installation of new mains in Longford town. 

Longford County Council received Departmental approval to appoint contractor. A letter of intent has been issued to ShareRidge Ltd. Construction is envisaged to commence in June 2011. 

Schemes at Planning Stages 2010 – 2012:
Lanesborough Regional Water Supply Scheme 

WYG have been appointed to revise and update the Preliminary Report of March 1991 for the Lanesborough Regional Water Supply Scheme. The area included under the Scheme includes the towns of Lanesborough, Newtowncashel, Killashee and Derraghan. 

WYG finalising preliminary report and will submit report to Longford County Council by April 2011.

Longford Sewerage Scheme

The Scheme provides for network upgrade including South East Environs of Longford town and for upgrading of the existing Waste Water Treatment Works. The Council has shortlisted consultants who will tender for consultative engineering services for this Scheme. 

The brief was submitted to the Department in November 2009 and Longford County Council waiting for Departmental approval before issuing brief to consultants to tender. 

Water Conservation Stage 3 Phase 2 Network Rehabilitation

An application for Stage 3 Phase 2 Network Rehabilitation Contract for rehabilitation of defective water mains in Lanesborough, Granard, Edgeworthstown, and Drumlish has been made to the DoEHLG and Council are awaiting approval to commence site investigation for Stage 3 Phase 2 Network Rehabilitation Contract.

Lanesborough Sewerage Scheme

This Scheme is amalgamated with Roscommon 16 Villages Sewerage Scheme and Roscommon County Council is the Contracting Authority for this Scheme. The Scheme provide for constructing a pumping station and rising main to pump sewerage to a treatment plant to be constructed in Ballyleague, Co. Roscommon.

Contractor has completed work on the collection system contract in Lanesborough.  Contract award process has commenced on the DBO contract.
Mr. C. Murphy to provide an update to Councillor M. Casey on the expected completion of the Lanesborough Sewerage Scheme.

Rural Water Schemes

A Letter of Intent has been issued to EPS Ltd. for Kenagh and Legan WWTW upgrades and Longford County Council assessing insurances, performance bond, etc. It is envisaged that a Letter of Acceptance will be issued to EPS Ltd. by May 2011.

Takeover of Group Water Supply Schemes

Mr. C. Murphy, A/ Director of Services, informed the meeting that funding is available from the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government for necessary/critical works associated with the takeover of group water schemes that serve greater than fifty persons and have water quality deficiency issues.  Other funding is to be sourced for costs incurred in the takeover of group water schemes that do not meet these criteria. 

It is estimated that works associated with the takeover of the following schemes will cost in the region of €10,000

· Drumbawn Group Water Scheme

· Dooroc Group Water Scheme

· Fermoyle Group Water Scheme

· Aughacordrinan Group Water Scheme

On the proposal of Councillor M. Sexton, seconded by Councillor P. Connell, it was agreed that Longford County Council approve applications for the takeover of the Drumbawn, Dooroc, Fermoyle and Aughacordrinan Group Water Schemes.

Councillor J. Duffy asked that the Group Water Schemes to be taken over be reviewed and prioritised.  This will be brought to the Rural Water Monitoring Committee.  

In answer to questions, the Director of Service stated that there is an allocation of €300,000 for 2011 and also that a balance needs to be maintained between the date of application and the urgency of takeover.
ENVIRONMENT.
Cemetery Provision and Maintenance.

This matter was deferred from the March meeting of the Council to allow for further consideration by the Members.  

On the proposal of Councillor M. Sexton, seconded by Councillor P. Connell it was agreed that the 3 Point recommendation be adopted by the Council, as follows - 

1. The Council will continue to provide assistance to groups and communities that are engaged in maintaining cemeteries on a voluntary basis. It is envisaged that ongoing contributions to the running costs in the region of €400 to €500 per annum will be provided by the Council.

2. The Council will no longer make any contribution relating to the purchase of land for the development of either a new cemetery or an extension to an existing cemetery. The acquisition of any land that is required to facilitate the development of a new cemetery or an extension to an existing cemetery will be the responsibility of either the parish concerned or the local cemetery committee.

3. The Council can no longer fully fund the cost of providing cemeteries and extensions to cemeteries. However the Council will provide a contribution that is equivalent to 25% of the cost of developing an agreed number of cemetery plots subject to the provision of audited accounts and the availability of funding. It was also agreed that any group which is planning to acquire land for cemetery development purposes should liaise with the Council in advance of completing a land purchase. By doing so the group would facilitate the provision to it by the Council of an indication of the level of funding that could reasonably be expected in relation to any individual proposal that was under consideration. 

In relation to the sale of plots, Councillor G. Brady advised that the pricing structure should be at the discretion of the Parish.  However, the Council can provide a recommendation if requested.

HOUSING, PLANNING AND BUILDING CONTROL POLICY AND EMERGENCY SERVICES.

Minutes of Housing & Social Policy, Planning & Building Control Policy Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on 15th April 2010.

The Minutes of Housing & Social Policy, Planning & Building Control Policy Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on 30th September 2010, which had been circulated, were noted.

Planning Applications

The list of Planning Applications which had been received since the March meeting of the Council was submitted and noted.

Update on Cluid Housing Scheme at St. Michael’s Road.  

Mr. J. Kilgallen, Director of Services informed the meeting that Minister Willie Penrose officiated at a sod-turning ceremony for the Scheme on Friday 15th April 2011.

It was agreed that this standing item be taken off the Agenda and listed again when the Scheme is nearing completion. 

Disposal of Property at 14 Connolly Crescent, Longford.
On the proposal of Councillor P. Connell seconded by P. Belton, it was unanimously agreed to dispose of property at 14 Connolly Crescent Longford, to Derek Scully and Jane Cronogue in accordance with the terms of Section 183 of the Local Government Act 2001 issued on the 23rd March 2011.

Adoption of Tenant Purchase Scheme

Subsequent to the Special Joint Meeting of Longford County Council and Longford Town Council held on 13th April 2011, the adoption of the Tenant Purchase Scheme was discussed.  
In order to facilitate those applicants in a position to avail of the Scheme, it was proposed by Councillor P. Belton and seconded by Councillor D. Glennon and unanimously agreed that the Tenant Purchase Scheme be adopted by Longford County Council.

Longford County Development Plan
Mr. Donall Mac An Bheatha, Senior Planner made a presentation to the Members on the County Manager’s Progress Report on the Longford County Development Plan 2009-2015 (as circulated).

The Senior Planner informed the members of the changes in the Planning and Development (Amendment) Act 2010, particularly the inclusion of a Core Strategy to demonstrate that policies contained within the Development Plan are consistent with plans at regional and national level.  The Regional Planning Guidelines adopted in 2010 will influence the next County Development Plan in this regard.  Any revision to population forecasts will require zoned land to be rationalised as part of the Core Strategy.  It is proposed to bring the Core Strategy before the Member in the near future.

There is a requirement that Local Area Plans, Village Design Statements and the Housing Policy are revisited.

In terms of progress on Infrastructural proposals outlined in the County Development Plan, progress is being achieved and on target.  In response to Councillor P. Belton’s query on road signage, the Senior Planner stated that the appropriate Director of Services could make a submission to the NRA, as they are in the process of rationalising the number of signs on national roads.

The Water Framework Directive and the recommendations of the River Basin Management Plans will influence where future development can occur within the county.  There is a requirement to prepare a Flood Risk Assessment as part of the next County Development Plan.  It is hoped to examine this area prior to commencement of the next CDP.

Ongoing monitoring on environmental impact is conducted as part of Strategic Environmental Assessment and Appropriate Assessment, as directed by the EU.  Monitoring also applies to Amenities within the County.
Landscape Assessment is working well, with the Rural Design Guide assisting planning applications.  Work on Unfinished Housing Estates is progressing, feeding into Monitoring which in turn will feed into the next County Development Plan and Core Strategy.

Progress on Economic Development Policy is being made.  
The Senior Planner then concluded his presentation and responded to questions raised by the Members.
A discussion on Unfinished Housing Estates followed.  The County Manager informed the Members that an Expert Working Group had been set up to examine this area nationally.  An Interim Report was published with a Final Report due for release within two weeks.  The Report places Estates into four different categories.  Category 4 is currently being concentrated on and the Report also highlights Battery Court Longford as a benchmark for Best Practice.  An allocation of €5 million has been made available nationally for Unfinished Housing Estates.

In response to Councillor M. Casey’s enquiry regarding Local Area Plans, Mr. D. Mac An Bheatha said that the Planning Department would welcome any submissions by Local Groups, to assist in developing Local Area Plans as part of the next County Development Plan.
GENERAL ITEMS.
Notice of Motion  -  Invitation to HSE Officials.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor B.Steele -

“I propose we invite Health Service Executive officials to a meeting of County Council to explain when can we expect the new building at Marian Avenue in Ballymahon, now five years unoccupied, to open.  I know our three representatives on the Dublin-Mid Leinster Regional Health Forum, are pushing this issue all the time.”

Councillor P. Belton informed the meeting that he received notification from the Regional Health Forum advising that the building at Marian Avenue is to be open on the 1st July 2011 with the HSE forming a partnership with St. Christopher’s to provide care for their long stay patients.  Councillor B. Steele welcomed the news of the partnership and that the residence will be used for its intended purpose.
Agency Nursing Staff
Councillor T. Victory called on the HSE to review the regulations as regard the employment of Agency Nursing Staff and the payment rates, as there is a growing trend for retired nurses to resume work, preventing younger nurses from gaining employment.  Mayor P. Connell seconded the Motion and requested that a letter be sent to each County Council.

Notice of Motion  -  Election Posters.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor T. Victory -
"I wish to propose that in the course of future political campaigns candidates and political parties voluntarily agree to either not erect election posters or to greatly restrict the number of posters that are erected. By doing so candidates and political parties can help to maintain the image of villages and towns in the county that local Tidy Towns Committees wish to portray."
Following discussion, it was agreed that the Motion be amended as per Councillor M. Casey to ban posters within a 30-mile speed limit and listed on the Agenda for the May meeting, with a view to referring the matter to the Environmental SPC for consideration.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor A. Mitchell  -
