You may apply for entry in the Postal Voters list if you are likely to be unable
to go in person on polling day at an election or referendum to vote at your
polling station because of the circumstances of your occupation, service or
employment. An elector participating on a full time basis on an educational
course of study at an educational institution in the State, and who is likely to
be unable to go in person on polling day to vote at his or her polling station,
may also apply to be included in the postal voters list.

If you satisfy the abovementioned conditions and you wish to be included in
the postal voters list and to vote by post at any election or referendum which
may be held during the currency of the Register of Electors now being
prepared (i.e. for 12 months from 15th February, next), you may obtain an
application form (PV2) at any Local Authority office, public library, post office,
garda station or by calling or phoning to your local authority, during usual
hours of business. You must complete the application and have it certified in
accordance with the notes on the back of the form.

Postal voters in this category will be sent a ballot paper and form of
declaration of identity by post at an election or referendum and may vote at
a Garda Station after having the declaration of identity witnessed by a
member of the Garda Siochana and by then returning the ballot paper by post
to the returning officer.

POSTAL VOTERS LIST FOR
PRISONERS

For Electors unable to vote at their polling
station due to circumstances of their detention in a prison
pursuant to an order of a court

You may apply for entry in the postal voters list if you are likely to
be unable to go in person on polling day at an election or referen-
dum to vote at your polling station because of the circumstances of
your detention in prison pursuant to an order of the court.

You must be on the register of electors to qualify for the postal vot-
ers list. If you are not already on the register, you should also com-

lete Form RFA4 which should accompany Form RFG. Application
orms are available in all prisons in the State, in the offices of
Longford Local Authorities and in other locations such as Garda
Stations, Public Libraries and Post Offices during usual hours of
business.

A ballot paper and form of declaration of identity will be sent to
postal voters in prison before an election or referendum. Once the
declaration of identity is witnessed by a relevant official of the
prison, the elector may vote by marking the ballot paper (in secret)
and should return the documentation to the relevant official who
will arrange to have it posted to the returning officer.
