Exemption Certificate – Social & Affordable Housing

S. 96-97 Planning & Development Act 2000 & S.5 of Planning & Development (Amendment) Act 2002

Do you require an Exemption Certificate from the requirements of the Council’s Housing Strategy 2001–2006

Under the terms of the Housing Strategy, which has been adopted by Longford County Council and Longford Town Council, ALL developments located within residential/mixed zoned areas of Co. Longford involving developments of 1 to 4 units/ or those on 0.1 hectares or less must apply for an Exemption Certificate.

Developments located within the zoned areas of any of the following towns and villages require an Exemption Certificate

Abbeylara, Abbeyshrule, Ardagh, Aughnacliffe, Ballinalee, Ballinamuck, Ballycloughan, Ballywillin, Barry, Bunlahy, Carrickboy, Clondra, Coolarty, Colehill, Cullyfad, Derraghan, Dring, Drumlish, Edgeworthstown, Ennybegs, Forgney, Granard, Keenagh, Killashee, Kilnatruan, Lanesboro, Legan, Legga, Lisryan, Longford, Melview, Moydow, Moyne, Mullinalaghta, Newtowncashel, Newtownforbes, Ratharney, Stonepark & Taghshinny

If you are unsure or require clarification regarding residential/mixed zoning in any of the above areas, please contact the Planning Office.  Also check the County Development Plan 2003 – 2009.

Your application will be returned ‘INVALID’ if you have not included an application for an Exemption Certificate.

An application and explanatory notes in relation to the exemption procedure is available from the Planning Office.  An Exemption Certificate application form must be submitted to the Council’s Planning Office before submitting a planning application.  Alternatively, the application for an Exemption Certificate must accompany an application for planning permission.
