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1.0 Introduction 

This Plan has been prepared as a Local Area Plan (LAP) in accordance with the statutory requirements of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and subsequent amendments. 
The County Development Plan is the statutory development plan for the County of Longford in the years 2003-2009. This Local Area Plan has been prepared under Section 3 of the Longford County Development Plan, 2003 – 2009. Section 3.1.1 of the plan outlines the hierarchy of settlements in the County and defines the role of Ballinalee as an area covered by a village policy statement. However, given the growth of the area in recent years it is now more appropriate to create a Local Area Plan for the village. Accordingly Ballinalee shall be defined as a Local Growth Centre whereby;
“These settlements will continue to provide settlement centres for the population and local level goods and services provision. The potential for tourism and amenity development… is recognised and shall be promoted and encouraged where appropriate in the Local Area Plans which shall be prepared for these locations.”  (Longford County Development Plan) 

The Plan takes the form of a Written Statement, and accompanying Zoning Plan and Townscape Proposals Map. If any conflict or ambiguity arises between what is contained in the written statement and the supporting plans, the written statement will take precedence.

The purpose of the Plan is to inform the general public, statutory authorities, developers and other interested bodies and set out a framework for the future development of the village over the plan period 2006 – 2012.

This plan has been prepared within the context of Agenda 21 and the need for sustainable development to protect the environment for future generations. In accordance with the SEA Directive (2001/42/EC) and the Planning & Development (Strategic Development Assessment) Regulations, 2004, the proposed Local Area Plan was screened to ascertain if the plan required the preparation of an Environmental Report. The Screening Report was sent to the designated Environmental Authorities and it is the opinion of the Planning Authority that a Strategic Environmental Assessment is not required. 
1.1 Purpose and Aims of the Local Area Plan
The purpose of this LAP is wide ranging and is not intended for use as a rigid development control tool.  Rather, the aim is to address the following issues, in consultation and discussion with the relevant stakeholders:

· To implement and reinforce the settlement hierarchy as defined in the Longford County Development Plan, 2003 – 2009

· To define, enhance and strengthen the existing character of the village

· To guide development in order to promote a settlement that is an attractive place in which to live, work and visit

· To provide guidance and direction for those proposing to develop lands within the village

· To protect and enhance areas, structures and associations that contribute to the identity of the area and reinforce a sense of place  

1.2 Location and Context
Ballinalee takes its name from Beal atha na Laogh, meaning “the mouth of the ford of the calves,” and is situated on the River Camlin, in the parish of Clonbroney, approximately 12km from Longford town.  The village is bisected by the R194, Longford/Granard road and the county road towards Aughnacliffe to the north and Moat Farrell to the south.

1.3 History

Clonbroney parish first appears in historic records as the location of the first convent in Ireland founded by St. Patrick. Ballinalee village is a seventeenth century plantation borough situated on the River Camlin, within the parish of Clonbroney. After the Battle of Ballinamuck in 1798, the English forces under Lord Cornwallis spent some time in Ballinalee, following the defeat of the Irish and French forces at Ballinamuck, hundreds of prisoners were summarily executed here. The old graveyard where the bodies are buried is referred to as Bully’s Acre. Ballinalee again achieved prominence in the last century as the birthplace of General Seán Mac Eoin, the legendary Blacksmith of Ballinalee. General Mac Eoin was a leader of the National Volunteers; North Longford Column. Seán Mac Eoin led a number of successful actions, principally the Battle of Ballinalee and the Clonfin Ambush. He went on to have a long and distinguished political career.

Between 1996 and 2002, the population of Ballinalee village and surrounding area, which combine to create the electoral division, grew by over 5%. New developments since 2002 allow for even more growth.
2.0 Local Character 

2.1 Morphology and Development
Ballinalee has developed around a central crossroads, with a strong and focused structure within the centre of the village that tapers of towards the village edge. The entrance from the south is marked by the imposing presence of St. John’s Church of Ireland Church. Recent development has seen the village grow in a westerly and easterly direction.
2.2 Landscape Setting
Ballinalee is located midway between the eastern and western frontiers of the county, in the undulating northern region. The River Camlin flows through the village, which is also fortunate to be close to the Corn Hill and the picturesque Gorteen Lough. The village itself is quite picturesque, with a hill at the centre point of the village and the character enhanced by mature trees.
2.3 Typical Features
Typical features found in Ballinalee include vertical-emphasis, sliding sash timber windows, standard pitched black slate A-roofs and chimneystacks as well as traditional vernacular farm houses and sheds.

2.5 Architectural Heritage
The Record of Protected Structures (RPS) is the principle mechanism for protecting and conserving important buildings and structures. Based on the draft recommendations of the National Inventory of Architectural Heritage (NIAH) of the DoEHLG, there are other structures worthy of protection within Ballinalee that could be included for protection (see map 2). These are outlined in Appendix 2 with accompanying images. The following images highlight some of these buildings and also illustrate some of the architectural features found within Ballinalee. 
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Holy Trinity Church (left), built in 1947, and St. John’s Chuch of Ireland Church, built in 1818.
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Two interesting houses on the Edgeworthstown road. Note the decorative door surround (left) and traditional farm house with original windows (right).
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MacEoin’s Forge. This forge and associated house was home to General Sean Mac Eoin.  After national school he trained as a blacksmith in his fathers forge. His political activities led to the burning of his house in 1920, the foundations of which are still at the site.
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Aghnashannagh Corn Mill is typical of its time and type. Interesting features include the slate roofs, timber doors and timber sliding sash windows.

2.6 Natural Heritage
The rural hinterland of Ballinalee is home to various landscape features that contribute significantly to the local biodiversity resource. These features include hedgerows, ditches and banks, stone dykes and walls, linear tree belts, woodlands, plantations and ponds. These provide important habitats, buffer areas and wildlife corridors, which are of major importance for flora and fauna.

2.7 Community/Amenity
Ballinalee has ample commercial provision including a Post Office, Garage, butcher, shops, pubs, a hardware shop, hairdressers, Garda Station, Primary School and a Health Centre. However, there is an absence of any public open space.
3.0 Public Realm

3.1 Paths
In recent years, through the Urban and Village Renewal Scheme, Longford County Council has replaced the pavement surfaces at the crossroads with more appropriate cobbling. However, other pavement surfaces within the village are in need of similar improvements.

3.2 Open Space

Although there are some open spaces in new developments, the village in general is lacking in public open space.
3.3 Landscaping
There is currently no landscaping in Ballinalee. However, there are some areas which offer the potential for native tree and shrub planting, as well as the provision of a children’s play area, picnic tables and sports facilities.
3.4 Walkways
A heritage trail has already been established in the village. It is intended that a riverside walk/woodland walk be developed within the village. (see townscape map and image overleaf).

3.5 Development Pressure
Although much of the land included in the development envelope has been developed, there are still some development opportunities. However, there is a need to prevent development encroaching upon lands immediately adjacent to the River Camlin.
3.6 Development Potential
There are several potential development opportunities within the Ballinalee development envelope. Since Ballinalee is a strategically located village with sound infrastructure, it has, is and will remain a popular location for development.
4.0 Development Policies

4.1 Development Strategy
The future development of Ballinalee is based on the neighbourhood concept. The basic principles of the neighbourhood concept are underpinned by the aim of securing more sustainable patterns of development. Access to employment, shopping, education, health, leisure and social facilities, where applicable, are all important criteria in determining where future housing growth should be directed. Accessibility to such facilities is also a key element, and housing should be directed to locations where walking and cycling to shops, the local primary school and areas of open space are easily achieved.

4.2 Sustainable Development
This Local Area Plan is important in terms of achieving sustainable development in Ballinalee by focusing development in the village itself, where people can live and socialise in close proximity, thus reducing dependency on the car. 

Aims & objectives

· Strengthen the fabric of the existing settlement, creating and maintaining a vibrant and thriving urban community with a sufficient level of physical, social and economic infrastructure and services.

· Provide a high quality physical development pattern and pleasant, sustainable environment in which the population of Ballinalee can live, work, interact and recreate safely, and provide a catalyst for social and economic development and regeneration.

· All new development in urban and rural situations shall be guided by sustainable development principles.

4.3 Housing
The population of Ballinalee Electoral District increased by 5.3% in the period 1996-2002. This trend appears to be continuing, taking into account buildings which have been completed since 2002 as well as those already under construction. Ballinalee is considered to be suitable for further residential development owing to its location, and the range of social and community facilities and services available within the village. 

The amount of land identified to accommodate growth in the period to 2012 is guided by a number of factors such as infrastructure, proposals to upgrade the services available, and the capacity of the sewerage treatment plant. The guidelines set out in the Regional Planning Guidelines for growth in the overall region must also be taken into account. 

Aims 

· To secure the provision of high quality, affordable and sustainable residential accommodation in sufficient supply to meet the demand for new houses in Ballinalee.

· To secure a high standard of landscaping in residential developments, with the provision of adequate public and private open space, amenity areas and pedestrian links to public footways.

· To secure adequate childcare facilities within new residential developments.

Policy and Objectives
·  In general 12-25 units per hectare will be acceptable subject to the highest urban and architectural design standards.
· Any new residential development on residentially zoned land will be required to comply with Part V of the Planning and Development Act, 2000, in terms of the provision of social and affordable housing, at a rate of 20% of the overall development, as specified in the Housing Strategy.

· High quality designs and finishes will be required in connection with new development and shall include the provision of decorative street furniture, pavement treatment and lighting. 
· Require developers to contribute to or provide full costs of piped services, public lighting and other infrastructure which facilitate all new residential developments, including roads, footpaths, piped services and other facilities, whether within or outside the site.
· The developer will normally be required to reserve 15% public open space in association with new developments and/or may be required to contribute (either financially or with land) towards the assembly of a larger public park for the benefit of the settlement as a whole. All open space shall be heavily landscaped as part of the development and provided with woodland areas populated with native trees and shrubs, and walks linked to other areas of public open space. Private open space to the rear of dwellings shall be provided at a minimum of 11 metres in length.

4.4 Infrastructure
Ballinalee has strong infrastructure, with ample services for the size of the village. 
4.4.1 sanitary and environment
Water is supplied to the village from Lough Forbes Water Treatment Plant.

Objectives

· Identify any areas within the development envelope that may be liable to flooding and investigate the possibility of preventing and alleviating flooding in the area.

· Co-operate with and facilitate the ESB in providing additional sub-stations and power lines in the area as the need for increased electrical power arises.

· Overhead cabling associated with new developments should be put underground where possible. 

· The proliferation of pumping stations and package treatment units should be resisted. Every effort should be directed towards connecting all new developments to the existing sewerage infrastructure through gravity.
· Where pump stations and/or package plants are unavoidable the operation and maintenance of such systems should be conditioned to remain the responsibility of the developer/management company.

4.4.2 ROADS AND TRANSPORTATION

Aims

· Strengthen the links both within the village and those that radiate out of the settlement.

· The Council recognises the importance of good pedestrian and cycle linkages within and out of new residential development sites into the town centre and community facilities, including open space to reduce the need to travel by car and to encourage the safe and efficient movement of the local population to other facilities and services.

· Provide adequate off-street parking, in order to reduce congestion and facilitate and encourage walking and cycling in the village

Policy and Objectives

· Require all new residential developments to provide adequate pedestrian and cycle linkages to the centre of the village.

· The Council shall normally require minimum parking provision to the standards of the County Development Plan in conjunction with new development and alterations to existing premises. Parking provided over and above these standards is acceptable subject to the application of normal planning criteria.

· Poor pavement surfaces should be replaced with a more appropriate material, such as cobbles, which have already been laid around the crossroads at the centre of the village. 

· Appropriate litterbins and benches should be used where necessary/desirable.

4.5 Amenity, Environment and Heritage

The preservation and enhancement of amenities, environment and heritage is an integral part of the development of the County, both in terms of providing an attractive and accessible resource for the County’s population and in terms of attracting inward investment from tourism and increasing the marketability of Longford as a location for industry, business and commercial activity. 

Aims

· The Council recognises the importance of amenities and recreational amenities in terms of the social, economic and cultural well being of the town and aims to protect, preserve and enhance these amenities.

· Conserve and protect, through the process of development control and by affording identified monuments, artefacts, natural heritage, significant structures and areas the relevant statutory protection. 

Policy and Objectives

4.5.1 Natural heritage

· Manage, protect and enhance the natural heritage of Ballinalee
· Protect plant and animal species and their habitats which have been identified as rare or threatened in the Habitats Directive, the Birds Directive, the Wildlife Act and Flora Protection Order in consultation with the National Parks and Wildlife Service of the DoEHLG

· Encourage developers to retain, protect and integrate significant vegetation into new development, particularly mature tees or groups of trees, hedgerows and vegetation of importance to wildlife. 

· Require new development along the river to set-aside a buffer from the river edge to enable successful functioning of the wildlife corridor through preventing removal of natural vegetation within this strip.

· Promote greater habitat and species diversity through the planting of trees and shrubs native to the Clondra area in new developments and existing recreational space.

· Promote the introduction of walking trails around the River Camlin and Gorteen Lough 
· Promote the planting of native species of tree and shrub. 
4.5.2 archaeological heritage
Ballinalee is defined as a Zone of Archaeological Protection (ZAP) (LF009-023) as outlined within the Records of Monuments and Places. Accordingly the following policies are conceived in order to protect, preserve and maintain this status. 
· To protect archaeological monuments (recorded monuments) as set out in the Record of Monuments and Places (RMP) and their associated settings (see Map 2) 
· To promote the protection and conservation of heritage sites, monuments and artefacts and the integrity of their setting, as listed and illustrated in the Record of Monuments and Places.

· All planning applications for development or any groundwork within close proximity to a recorded monument shall take account of the archaeological heritage and the need for archaeological mitigation measures.
· Any proposed development within the town, that may impinge on any recorded monument, shall be referred to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, as a prescribed body where the nature of the application so requires.
4.5.3 architectural heritage

The Planning Authority considers it desirable that buildings and features of historic, heritage and architectural importance are protected for the enjoyment and benefit of future generations. On examination of Ballinalee, it is evident that there are various structures worthy of protection. Development should take place in such a way as to incorporate the amenities offered by these structures. Appendix 2 outlines those structures recommended for inclusion in the Record of Protected Structures (RPS). Accordingly the policy of the Council is as follows;
· To protect structures included and proposed for inclusion in the RPS that are of special architectural, historical, archaeological, cultural, social or technical interest.

· Control development which would alter the character of protected structures and proposed protected structures.

· Repairs to older buildings should be sensitive: traditional styles and materials (e.g. slate roofs, timber windows etc) should be used wherever possible. At the very least, the replacement should resemble in colour and style what was there previously. 

· Monitoring the condition of protected structures and proposed protected structures to identify those endangered by neglect, vandalism or unauthorised development and taking appropriate action.

· Ensure the conservation and retention of traditional features such as shop fronts, door cases, doors and windows. 
· It should be noted that Appendix 2 gives reference to the structure only. However, protection shall be extended to include any ancillary structures within the curtilage and/or attended grounds, unless otherwise directed by the Planning Authority. 

4.5.4 Landscaping

· Developers of residential schemes may be required, as a condition on any grant of planning permission, to locate open spaces in such a way as to provide links to or consolidation of, areas of public open space within a settlement. Public open spaces shall be substantially landscaped and planted with native woodland trees.

· New development should be encouraged to include landscaping designed to:

· Protect and retain natural features such as existing trees, hedges and shrubs

· Increase the use of native species from Irish native seed sources: 
· Native Evergreens: Holly, Yew, Scots Pine

· Native Deciduous: Oak, Elm, Ash, Birch, Hazel, Alder, Willow, Elder, Whitethorn, Blackthorn, Irish Whitebeam, Rowan, Wild Cherry
4.6 Community Health and Education

Community facilities play an important role in the life of people in the village. There is one primary school, Samhthann National School. 

Aims

· Ensure that there are sufficient and appropriate educational and community facilities available to meet the needs of residents of the area.

· Promote childcare facilities in appropriate locations, such as residential areas, places of employment, or educational establishments and where possible convenient to public transport and safe pedestrian routes.

Policy and Objectives

· Facilitate and promote the expansion and improvement of educational facilities, where possible and to ensure that adequate lands are available in appropriate locations for the provision, expansion and/or improvement of educational facilities. 

· Identify appropriate locations within settlements for childcare facilities. 

· Facilitate and encourage the provision of improved health care facilities and to ensure that adequate lands are available for the provision, expansion and improvement of Health Care facilities.

4.7 Energy
Energy provision within the settlement would appear to be meeting requirements. It is assumed that sufficient capacity exists for the scale of development likely to take place in the Ballinalee area over the period of this Local Area Plan. Longford County Council recognises the need to adopt more a sustainable approach to energy production and promotes the use of renewable energy, passive and low energy houses.

Aims

· Encourage energy conservation

· Facilitate and promote investigation into and provision of the potential of alternative, renewable energy sources.

· Encourage low energy and passive houses.

5.0 Design Principles 

Local Character
It is important that local styles such as building heights, lines, roof pitches and external features, outlined above, are adhered to and incorporated in new designs, in order to retain and enhance the character of the village.

Access and Circulation
Traffic through the centre of Ballinalee can be heavy as a result of the R194 Longford to Granard road, which by-passes the village. 

Residential Development
It is important that local styles and character are adhered to when designing new buildings and development. It is also important that densities and landscaping policies are followed. 

Commercial Development
This plan supports commercial development in appropriate areas as outlined under the following sections.  The aim is to promote and encourage the vibrancy and vitality of the core area for as much of the day as possible, and, as such, mixing of compatible uses will be encouraged where appropriate. Detailed guidelines for shopfront design can be found in Section 7 of the County Development Plan. There are some attractive traditional shopfronts in Ballinalee, particularly Rawle’s Pub, Farrell’s Pub and King’s shop. It is important that, in order to sustain the unique character of the village, such features are not lost. In order to retain and enhance the character of the village, it is important that the following design guidelines are adhered to:
· Shopfront design should be appropriate to its location

· Signage and windows should be in proportion to the building and the street, and should not detract from the character of the village

· Traditional shopfronts should be retained

· Modern shopfronts should retain similar proportions and integrate into or enhance the streetscape

· Materials should suit the character of the building concerned.

· Fascias should not obscure existing architectural features or windows

Amenities and Recreation

Buildings associated with recreation and amenities should be appropriate to their location, and should blend in with the natural surroundings, using appropriate materials, scale, proportions etc.

Open Spaces

There is currently a need for a public amenity area in the village, although there are already some benches, and there are plenty of potential areas for landscaped public open spaces and a children’s play area (see zonings below and townscape map). 

6.0 Zonings

The zonings are intended to be flexible, provided that the basic concepts of proper planning, residential amenity and good design practice are adhered to. Any proposed development should be compatible with the primary zoning use and should not detract from the amenity of the area. These zonings should be read in conjunction with the Development Plan Design Standards (Section 7, Longford County Development Plan), particularly in relation to design, materials, public open space and parking requirements. 

6.1 Residential

To primarily provide for residential development; to preserve and improve residential amenity, dwellings and compatible uses including social and community facilities, open spaces and local shopping facilities.

Residential development in Ballinalee continues to be within the development envelope, with additional land included extending towards the National School.
6.2 Social/Community

To primarily provide for social, community and educational facilities

The church and school areas shall continue to be zoned for social/community use.
6.3 Commercial/Residential
To primarily provide for residential development, with a possible element of commercial/retail development

The main street should continue to be used primarily for commercial/residential use, with some potential for additional commercial/residential units further down the road south, where necessary.

6.4 Recreational/Amenity
To primarily provide for recreational open space and ancillary structures

It is proposed that the field behind the public benches on the road south should be zoned for recreational/amenity use with potential for picnic tables, sports facilities and children’s play area. An amenity areas have also been included around Gorteen Lough. 
6.5 Industrial/Service
To primarily provide for industrial/workshop and warehouse development including compatible uses such as offices and distribution

It is proposed that the Lakeland Stores area should continue to be zoned for industrial/service use. The provision of suitably scaled light industrial/commercial warehousing facilities will also be considered over the plan period in appropriate areas.  
6.6 Residential Link Road
The residential link road will be facilitated within each specific zoning as outlined on Map 1, on developing the site. It is intended to achieve the residential link road through the development management process, as conditions on any future planning permissions. The exact road line and access and egress points within this area will be designed in tandem with the Roads Department of Longford County Council.
6.7 Low Density Residential with Provision of Village Walkway and Retention of Forested Area

To primarily provide for low density residential development (1 house per 2 acres), with provision of the village walkway and children’s play area at the developer’s expense on developing any part of the site. 50% of the forested area shall also be retained on developing the site as public open space. Any development shall be subject to the requirements of the normal planning process, particularly in relation to satisfying environmental requirements with regard to septic tanks or sewerage. 

This zoning is designed to facilitate residential development on a much smaller scale, responding to infrastructural concerns, reinforcing the traditional role of the settlement and guarding against over development. 

It is intended to achieve the village walkway and children’s play area through the development management process, as conditions on any future planning permissions. Specific zonings in this regard are outlined within the zoning map (Map 1) of the plan.

7.0 Likely Significant Effects on the Environment

For the purposes of this plan, a matrix has been used to assess the different objectives of the Plan, in this case, the zoning objectives, against a set of defined environmental criteria. 

Environmental Aims

The following environmental aims are used to assess the zoning objectives contained within this draft local area plan: 

· The encouragement of sustainable transport

· The minimisation of waste and minimisation of pollution

· The conservation and enhancement of biodiversity and natural heritage

· The conservation of  architectural, archaeological, geological, cultural and historical heritage of the County

· Rationalisation of the use of natural resources and promotion of renewable energy resources and encouragement of energy efficiency

· Protection of Landscape

Assessment of Objectives against Environmental Aims

This exercise aims to illustrate the potential impact on the environment of the implementation of the zoning objectives outlined in this LAP:

The consolidation of development within a defined village envelope is likely to result in neutral or positive benefits on most of the environmental criteria. Most negative impacts are likely to arise in relation to the development of additional roadways, which may promote further private motorized transport and significantly alter the local landscape and the availability of habitats and corridors for wildlife. It is important that these potentially negative aspects are addressed at the planning stage and mitigation measures implemented where possible.
