Local  Improvements  Scheme

Explanatory  Memorandum
The Scheme must be for the joint benefit of two or more parcels of land.

(1) Longford County Council may provide assistance by way of the carrying out of works, a financial contribution or otherwise towards the construction or improvement of a non public road which;

(a) Provides access to Parcels of Land of which at least 2 are owned or occupied by different persons, or;

(b) Provides access for harvesting purposes (including turf) for 2 or more persons, or;

(c) Shall in the opinion of the Council be used by the public.

Assistance by the Council under this section shall be: -

(a) Conditional on a prior written agreement by the parties concerned with the road authority and a financial contribution by such parties.

· The provision of assistance by Longford County Council under this section does not make the Council liable for the maintenance of the non-public road in question nor impose any other duties or liabilities on the Council in respect of such road.

(2) Eligible projects under local Improvements Scheme

Eligible projects include: -

· Projects which provide access to parcels of land of which at least two are owned or occupied by different persons engaged in separate agricultural activities, or provides access for harvesting purposes (including turf) for two or more persons or shall in the opinion of the County Council be used by the public.


The following projects do not comply with the conditions of the Scheme: -

· Roads serving only houses or buildings occupied or used by persons not engaged in agriculture;

· Roads serving only Council cottages, i.e. non-vested cottages;

· Roads or drains on bogs being developed commercially for large scale turf production for sale;

· Drainage only works;


Longford County Council will not accept, for the purposes of grant: -

(a) Minor proposals which are within the competence of the applicants to do themselves and/or

(b) Projects, which because of their small size would be uneconomic for the Council to carry out.

A project may be extended to include a Spur Road or terminal section serving only one user if the particular road/section forms an integral part of the whole road and the cost including it is not disproportionate to the cost of the road as a whole.


Local Contributions

The local contribution is an integral part of the Local Improvements Scheme, so much so that if it is not forthcoming the County Council will not in any circumstances proceed with the particular project.

The local contribution is calculated using the following table: -

The landholders’ contribution must be paid before the commencement of work on a project.  If it is not paid, then the scheme will not commence and will be considered to be withdrawn for failure to meet a key requirement of the scheme.

Free labour or materials are not acceptable as a contribution or part of the contribution.

The local contribution shall be paid as a single sum – the amounts to be paid by the individual beneficiaries is a matter to be decided between the beneficiaries with the single sum handed over by the contact person for the scheme to the County Council.

(3) Contributions in kind, e.g. free labour or materials, will not be accepted in lieu of cash.  Applicants will be paid reasonable prices for any road metal or other materials that may be required from them.  All materials forming part of a bridge or other structure to be demolished and replaced by a new structure will be available for use if necessary, and without charge, in connection with the execution of the work.

(4) The contributors and any other persons whose lands or interests appear to be affected by the proposed work must, when required prior to the commencement of operation sign the prescribed form giving their full consent to the execution of the work including entry to their lands, etc.

(5) The applicants must arrange amongst themselves for the provision without cost to the Longford County Council of any lands, which may be required for the construction, or widening of the roadway or drain as the case may be.

(6) The Longford County Council will employ the necessary labour and will arrange to carry out the work subject to the conditions that (i) the ganger in charge of the work will be appointed by the Director of Services, (ii) no person, whether a contributor or not, whose interests are affected will impede the execution of the work by making unreasonable demands on the ganger or other official in charge.  Failing the fulfilment of any of these conditions the work would not be put in hands and if already started would be closed down and any unexpected portion of the applicants’ contribution returned to them through their representative.

(7) The payment of a contribution by the applicants will not constitute a claim to employment on the work whether as gangers or otherwise.

(8) The Longford County Council, in their discretion, will decide on the specification of the work to be done and on the best manner of carrying it out, and the applicants shall not have any claim against the County Council for any imperfection which may exist in the finished work, nor for any failure to complete the full amount of the work which was envisaged.

(9) The Longford County Council will expend upon the work the sum agreed upon (i.e., the estimated cost): and in the event of that sum not being sufficient to complete the entire work specified the Director of Services will not have any liability to be bound to expend on the work for completion any sum in addition to the agreed sum, but the making of a supplementary grant will be considered on its merits if the applicants so   request and agree to pay such sum as may be required by way of additional local contribution.

(10) When the work has been carried out, the applicants shall maintain it in good order and repair at their own charge and expense, and the County Council will not have any liability for the maintenance of the work.
