                                     A Mobile Crane/Hoist/Cherry picker Permit will be issued subject to the following General Conditions

1. The Permit is non-transferrable
2. No work on the placing of a Mobile Crane/Hoist/Cherry picker shall be carried out until a Permit has been issued by Longford County Council

3. The Permit must be available on site for inspection by a member of An Garda Siochana or an official of Longford County Council

4. The Mobile Crane/Hoist/Cherry picker shall be placed in a manner to ensure it does not present a hazard to the public under all likely working and environmental conditions

5. The Mobile Crane/Hoist/Cherry picker must be suitably lit during the hours of darkness, be safe and secured with all precautions taken to prevent un-authorised access.
6. In the execution of the work to which this Permit relates, the Applicant shall exercise all reasonable care to avoid inconvenience to pedestrians and vehicular traffic.  Provision for diverted pedestrians must be made, with particular regard for persons with mobility or visual impairment.  The public shall not be excluded from any portion of the footpath until a platform, handrail etc. is provided to the satisfaction of Longford County Council

7. Where a crane is to be placed on a roadway the following measures must be taken:

a) If works are to last for less than 24 hours, 2 no. points men must be provided in order to direct pedestrians safely along the path

b) If works are to last in excess of 24 hours, the area has to be fenced off, with provision for the safe passage of pedestrians
8. Where the footpath has been damaged by the Mobile Crane/Hoist/Cherry picker then this shall be made good before the project is completed. Should the damage be deemed to be excessive by Longford County Council then the entire footpath shall be replaced over the frontage of the property.

9. All businesses and residential properties likely to be affected by the works shall receive a written notice of the intended works and their likely duration from the Applicant at least two days in advance of the commencement of the roadworks.  The notice shall contain the Applicant's telephone number and the contact telephone number of the contractor's representative who can be contacted if residents have any queries
in relation to the works or if problems arise.
