GARDA REPORT
Supt. Mohan briefed the members on the following and replied to queries raised –

Councillor M. Mulleady, on behalf of the Festival Committee thanked An Garda Síochána for their assistance at the 2018 Drumlish Festival, which went off without incident.

CCTV.
Sergeant Patrick Conway updated the members in relation to the Community Based CCTV Scheme.  He advised that the delay in finalising the announcement of approved applicants was due to GDPR and Data Protection issues regarding access to information recorded on CCTV.  These issues have been resolved and all applications have now been signed.  
The news was warmly welcomed by the JPC Committee.
Supt. Delaney advised that a special steering committee is now set up between Longford County Council and An Garda Síochána to progress the enhancement and expansion of the CCTV system for Longford town.

Councillor P. Nolan requested that regular progress reports be submitted to the JPC Committee.
Councillor P. Ross requested that the JPC Committee have input into locations identified for the installation of new CCTV, which was agreed by the Chair.
UPDATE ON LONGFORD JOINT ACTION PLAN
Mr. P. Mahon, Chief Executive briefed the members on actions completed on the Pilot Programme for Ardnacassa Regeneration.  He advised that as the Pilot programme is at approximately half-way stage, it is proposed to conduct a Review towards the end of year.   The second stage of the Pilot is to focus on building capacity within the different communities.  
Supt. Delaney gave the statistics where the Gardai were proactively engaged.
Councillor P. Nolan asked for notification on the date arranged to meet with the communities.
