GARDA REPORT.
Superintendents Delaney and Mohan gave a comprehensive report to the meeting regarding Garda activities since the last meeting of the Joint Policing Committee and replied to queries raised by the members.  The importance of the use of high viz jackets was again emphasised by the Garda representatives.
Councillor P. Loughrey asked for clarity regarding the recent media reports regarding crime figures.
Superintendents Delaney and Mohan reaffirmed that the Longford and Granard districts have reduced figures in relation to burglary, public order, theft from shops etc.  

Councillor G. Farrell thanked that Gardai for their excellent support at the recent Horse Fair in Lanesboro. 

Supt. Delaney gave details regarding the Business Tex Alert Scheme.

LOCAL AUTHORITY REPORT. 
Mr. C. Murphy, Acting Director of Services, updated the members on Local Authority activities.
With regard to Leader funding, Ciaran stated that Community groups are being urged to submit their applications for LEADER funding. 
Ciaran also referred to the CLÁR Scheme which is a targeted investment programme for rural areas that aims to provide funding for small infrastructural projects in areas that experience disadvantage at Schools /Community Facilities.
It is expected that the CLAR Scheme will be open for applications in the very near future.

Councillor G. Warnock complimented the officials on the Local Authority  Submission for Ireland 2040  -  Our Plan  - National Planning Framework.

SPEED CONTROL IN HOUSING ESTATES.

The Local Authority representatives emphasised the need for enforcement of the 

new 30 kph speed limit in housing estates. Supt. Delaney confirmed that the Traffic Unit is addressing the enforcement of the new 30 kph speed limit in housing estates.
UPDATE ON CCTV.
Supt. Delaney stated that Inspector Padraig Jones is attending a special Advisory Committee meeting regarding CCTV today.

Councillor P. Nolan reiterated the need for CCTV in Oakvale Housing Estate in Longford town.

LAUNCH OF JOINT ACTION PLAN.
Mr. P. Mahon, Chief Executive, stated that the Joint Action Group met on two occasions.  The following Mission Statement has been agreed  - Longford Joint Action Group working in partnership towards focussed regeneration and reassurance of its communities to deliver an enhanced quality of life.

Paddy stated that the Local Authority and Gardai are committed to working together in the hope of securing a better quality of life for residents in some areas of the town. It is hoped to roll out a pilot scheme in the near future.  
Councillor S. Butler proposed and Councillor P. Nolan seconded that the Ardnacassa/Palace Crescent/Grian Ard area be considered for the pilot scheme.
