PRESENTATION BY THE CRIMINAL ASSETS BUREAU.

Patrick Clavin, Chief Bureau Officer, Criminal Assets Bureau, gave a comprehensive presentation regarding the functions and operations of the Criminal Assets Bureau in County Longford and replied to queries raised by the members.  
Chief Superintendent Clavin stated that The Criminal Assets Bureau recorded seven investigations in the Roscommon/Longford Garda Division. He said that the organisation is working closely with local gardai to identify the suspected proceeds of criminal activity.  CAB is currently targeting a number of people in County Longford who are suspected of amassing assets as a result of criminal activity.

Councillor S. Butler asked that CAB focus on the Longford area and expressed concern regarding criminals who are hiding behind seemingly legitimate looking business operations. 

Chief Superintendent Clavin urged people to report any suspicions they have about criminals and their assets to CAB in confidence.
