"That Longford County Council carries out a preliminary design and costing 
on a road realignment on L1105 at Driminure, Abbeyshrule as a community 
scheme, in advance of inclusion in the Roadworks Programme 2016, in the 
interests of road safety.”

Councillor Mark Casey:
“I propose that this Municipal Area grants Ballymahon Swimming Pool committee €1,400 for the purpose of removing the asbestos roof on the old swimming pool building in Ballymahon.”
“I propose that €8,000 be put aside for LIS schemes out of the recent road funding allocation.”
“I propose that the acquisition of land for the purpose of a town car park beside the national school be carried out immediately, and an update is given on traffic management proposals in Ballymahon.”

“I call on Longford County Council to review speed limits on the Ballymahon 
Road coming into Lanesboro.  There are two housing estates on this part of the 
road and the traffic going both ways travels at high speed.  I personally 
think the traffic calming measure in which there is a clock telling motorists the 
speed they are driving at, may slow down the traffic at this location.”


 “I request that Longford County Council requests Minister Joan Burton to 
reverse the cut of 66% to CE Schemes Training & Material Budget and 
reinstate to 2011 levels. These schemes are fundamentally important to 
rural communities and must be supported.  These groups are finding it 
harder and harder to survive. I also urge Longford County Council to 
consider increasing the General MunicipalAllocation to provide more 
funding to these important community groups.”

“That a review of the current Local Improvement Scheme appplications for the 
Ballymahon Municipal Area be undertaken and for each scheme to be rated in 
order of priority.”
