“I am requesting a positive update on the following issues which I raised on 
Longford Town Council, and received support of the members,  but were 
never followed through by Longford Municipal District:

· Inclusion of Pedestrian Crossing on the Park Road to cater for the significant increase of residential units in recent years, with particular conscience for those residents with mobility issues and visual impairments, many of whom reside in the area

· Repairs to the Section of Footpath adjacent to No. 13 College Park which is severely corroded and presents an urgent health and safety issue for pedestrians, in particular for those with mobility issues

· That the council investigate and resolve the drainage issues at Golf View, Glack where the inadequate storm drainage is causing potential health and safety and flooding problems for the residents
