ADOPTION OF MINUTES.
On the proposal of Councillor C. Murray seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, the Minutes of             Meeting of Ballymahon Municipal District held on the 26th May 2016, as circulated, were confirmed and adopted.

On the proposal of Councillor C. Murray seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, the Minutes of             Adjourned Meeting of Ballymahon Municipal District held on the 2nd June 2016, as circulated, were confirmed and adopted.
On the proposal of Councillor C. Murray seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, the Minutes of             Annual Meeting of Ballymahon Municipal District held on the 23rd June 2016, as circulated, were confirmed and adopted.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES.
None.
2016 Community Support Scheme.
On the proposal of Councillor M. Cahill seconded by Councillor P. Ross, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the list of applications which were received under the Community Support Scheme, as circulated.

It was agreed that the adopted list will be available on the Council’s website.
Request from Ballymahon-Landevant Twinning Committee for a financial contribution towards travel costs to France in September 2016.
On the proposal of Councillor C. Murray seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, it was unanimously agreed to allocate €895.00 towards travel costs  (bus from the airport) to France in September 2016.
Area Engineer’s Progress Report.
A. Slattery outlined the details of the Area Engineer’s Progress Report, as circulated, and replied to queries raised.

Update on Casual Trading in Ballymahon.
J. Brannigan stated that discussions are still ongoing with the property owner. A definitive 

outcome is expected in the next few weeks. This item to remain on the Agenda for the next
Municipal District meeting.
Councillor Casey requested that the Safe Parking Options at Ballymahon Schools be also included on the Agenda for the next meeting.

NOTICES OF MOTIONS.
The Green in Lanesboro.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by 

Councillor and seconded by Councillor M. Casey  -  

“What is the situation with the Green in Lanesboro.  The road surface is in serious disrepair. 
Has Longford County Council taken the Green in charge or when can I expect resurfacing to 
be carried out.”  -  Historical Motion

Mr. A. Slattery, Senior Executive Engineer, stated that this estate was built by Bord na Mona.  It has not been taken in charge by Longford County Council. An engineering report will be prepared by the Housing Section.
Councillor G. Farrell proposed and Councillor M. Casey seconded that a letter be issued to Bord na Mona requesting a meeting regarding the standard of the estate.

Information Map for the Newtowncashel.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by Councillor  M. Casey -

“I propose that €1,000 be allocated from Ballymahon Municipal District Community Fund to Newtowncashel Tidy Towns for the redesign of an information map in the village.”

A. Slattery stated that the Community & Enterprise Section will meet with the Tidy Towns Committee in Newtowncashel regarding the design of an information board for the Village.
Flooding in Rathcline and Newtowncashel.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by Councillor M. Casey  -

“I request an update on developments regarding the flooding in Rathcline and Newtowncashel.”

J. Brannigan informed the meeting that the local authority has engaged a geologist to carry 

out investigative works. A report will be available in the Autumn.

Councillor Farrell reiterated the need for works to be carried out before the Winter.

Low Cost Safety Scheme at the Moor, Ardagh.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor  M. Cahill -

“In the interest of public safety, that Longford County Council applies for a Low Cost Safety scheme at the Moor Junction, Ardagh.”

A. Slattery stated that the Road Design section will submit a report to the Department for 2017 for consideration of Moor Junction, Ardagh for a Low Cost Safety Scheme.

Pedestrian Crossing at Stonepark National School.

Councillor P. Ross withdrew the following Notice of Motion -
“That a pedestrian crossing be installed at Stonepark National School across to the GAA grounds car park.”
Safety Works at the Junction at Colehill on the R399.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Cahill and seconded by 

Councillor  P. Ross   -

“That Longford County Council carries out safety works at the junction at 
Colehill on the R399, in the interests of road safety"  -  historical motion
A. Slattery stated that land purchase will be required at the Post Office/Shop area.  This 

would have to be agreed with the landowners.  If not agreed, CPO will be required.  Alan
listed the works which will be necessary if the lands were purchased.
A meeting to be arranged with the landowner.

Resurfacing of road at Carrickedmond Graveyard.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Casey and seconded by Councillor  M. Cahill  -

“That Longford Longford County Council resurfaces the road all the way into the wall at
Carrickedmond graveyard.”

This item has been referred to the Engineer in the Environment Section who is arranging to inspect the graveyard area.
Flood Relief Funding.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Casey and seconded by Councillor  G. Farrell  -

“I request an update on the amount of flood relief funding that has been received for the Ballymahon Area (and funding pending) and where this funding has been/is being spent.”

The members were informed that approximately €740,000 was received for flood repairs in 

South Longford to date.  These funds are being spent on public roads damaged by the

flooding last December/January.  Approximately 50% of the roads are repaired and the 

remaining road work repairs will continue Mid August.
Pedestrian Crossing at the School in Kenagh.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Casey and seconded by 

Councillor C. Murray –

“I propose that this Council put in a pedestrian crossing at the school in  Kenagh, as it is an 
extremely busy road for children to cross.  – Historical Motion.
A. Slattery stated that Kenagh has an existing pedestrian crossing close to the School/Post
 Office.  This was located here due to the pedestrian demand and general use to all Kenagh 
Village.  Road Design do not recommend a new crossing in front of the School (less than 100
 metres from traffic lights).  The School should firstly look at the provision of a School 
Warden crossing scheme.

Councillor Casey stated that circumstances have changed since the Post Office moved.

J. Brannigan suggested that the school authorities should liaise with the Road Safety Officer 

in the County Council. 
ANY OTHER BUSINESS.
Hedgecutting.
A.Slattery updated the members regarding the Hedgecutting Programme.
Provision of Taxi Rank in Ballymahon.
J. Brannigan reiterated the need for a holistic view of proposed parking regulation and the 

provision of a Taxi Rank in Ballymahon, in the context of overall parking in the town and the 

impact that the building of Center Parcs will have on the area. 

It was agreed that Bye-Laws be drafted and the provision of a Taxi Rank be included on the

Agenda for the next Municipal District Meeting.
