Signage at Cul-de-Sac Roads.

J. Brannigan stated that Longford County Council do not erect cul-de-sac signs unless requested to do so.  Individual requests for cul-de-sac signs can be made to the Area Engineer and they will be considered on their merit.

Local Improvement Schemes.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Carrigy and seconded by Councillor M. Mulleady-

“I call on Longford County Council to allocate funding to the Municipal Districts for Local Improvement Scheme projects, when received from the Department, based on the number of applications on file in each area.”

J. Brannigan stated that Longford County Council will allocate future funding for Local 
Improvement  Scheme Projects in accordance with Department Circulars.   Current Circulars
state '  decisions on which Projects are to receive funding should be made primarily on the 

basis of greatest need, determined on a countywide basis ' .
On the proposal of Councillor M. Carrigy seconded by Councillor P. Brady , it was unanimously agreed that the following recommendation be submitted to Longford County Council  -

“That Longford County will give consideration to taking in charge a road where work has been carried out by a community and the road surface is in very good condition.”
Refurbishment of Colmcille Terrace, Granard.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P.J. Reilly and seconded by Councillor L. McEntire-

“I request an update regarding the refurbishment of Colmcille Terrace, Granard.”

J. Brannigan stated that it is proposed to hold a meeting with Tuath and Department of Housing, Planning, Community & Local Government to progress this refurbishment.  The Department has been contacted to ascertain their availability re attending this meeting. 

John confirmed that a safety audit will be carried out at Colmcille Terrace, following from the members request that speed ramps be included in the works.
Clar Funding
Councillor P. Brady proposed and Councillor P.J. Reilly seconded that a letter be forwarded to the Department of Arts, Heritage, Regional, Rural and Gaeltacht Affairs stating that the timeframe for the submission of applications under the Clar Programme was too short, particularly in relation to School closures over the Easter period.
Flashing Speed Lights.

The members outlined a number of areas in the Granard MD area where flashing speed lights could be considered.
Harp Feature in Granard.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P.J. Reilly and seconded by Councillor P. Brady   -

“I request an update on the repair work to be carried out on the Harp Feature,on the approach road into Granard, which was damaged recently by a vehicle.”
John stated that the Artist who originally cast the piece travelled from Waterford to review the damage and estimate the cost of repair and reinstatement.  The costs have been sent to the motorist’s insurance company.  The Council is awaiting their response before directing the Artist to undertake repairs.
