ADOPTION OF MINUTES.

PRESENTATION BY MORAN CCTV & AIRSYNERGY.
Peter Moran, Moran CCTV, gave a comprehensive presentation regarding a community based CCTV system supplied by his firm, which is compliant with Data Protection regulations and which would cover Granard town, Ballinalee and Drumlish.
Aidan Kelly and James Smith, Airsynergy, gave a comprehensive presentation regarding their products  -  The Renewable Power Unit, The Total Energy Solution, the PAVEL and the ISP – Independent Smart Pole –which could be used for locating CCTV cameras.
Peter, Aidan and James replied to queries raised by the members regarding their products.

Superintendent Brian Mohan said that the CCTV system as outlined would mean a reduction in the influx of travelling criminals who quickly become aware when CCTV is in operation in provincial towns. He also said that the system would be an aid to policing in the area and would provide an additional form of security, especially with automatic number place recognition which can identify vehicles from even partial numbers.
The members discussed the recent Government announcement regarding Community based CCTV scheme which is intended to support local communities who wish to install and maintain CCTV security systems in their area, with the aim of increasing public safety and to deter illegal or anti-social behaviour.

The Scheme will run for 3 years with funding of €1 million being made available each year.  It is designed to provide financial assistance to qualifying local organisations towards meeting the capital costs associated with the establishment of local community CCTV systems. The maximum grant available is €40,000. Within this limit, grants of up to 60% of the total capital costs of the system may be awarded.

The difficulty for communities in achieving the required matched funding of 40% was discussed.  The members agreed that there is need for a plan – including costing - to be prepared for the North Longford area
AREA ENGINEER’S PROGRESS REPORT.

Public Sewerage - Abbelara
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P.J. Reilly and seconded by Councillor M. Carrigy  -

“I request an update from Irish Water regarding public sewerage for Abbeylara, as there is a serious issue with pollution in the area.”

It was agreed that  a letter will be sent to Irish Water ( IW)  requesting  an update on the  public sewerage systems in  Abbeylara.   T. Murtagh stated that it his understanding that tests have been carried out in the past following similar requests and the results showed no indication of sewage effluent.  The current configuration in Abbeylara includes 3 separate Waste Water treatment  plants.   It is understood that IW are evaluating the possibility of combining these separate systems into one.
