ADOPTION OF MINUTES.

On the proposal of Councillor M. Mulleady seconded by Councillor M. Carrigy, the Minutes 
of Meeting of Granard Municipal District held on the 23rd May 2017 were confirmed and 
adopted.

of Annual Meeting of Granard Municipal District held on the 27th June 2017 were confirmed

and adopted.

AREA ENGINEER’S PROGRESS REPORT.
The Area Engineers Progress Report was noted. D. Coppinger replied to issues raised.
TAKING IN CHARGE OF “WOODLAND PARK”, CULLYFAD, 

CO. LONGFORD
It was unanimously agreed to defer consideration of the taking in charge “Woodland Park”, Cullyfad, Co. Longford to the next Municipal District meeting in September.
PROJECTS TO BE CONSIDERED FOR FUNDING.
The members to submit list of projects which could be considered if/when funding becomes available  -  list to be forwarded to Anne Lee.
PREPARATION OF LIST OF PRIORITY AREAS WHERE FOOTPATH REPAIRS ARE REQUIRED. 
The members to submit list of priority areas where footpath repairs  are required -  list to be forwarded to Anne Lee.  It was noted that footpath repairs are funding dependent and submissions received will be prioritised.  
ALLOCATION OF FUNDING UNDER THE COMMUNITY FACILITIES SCHEME 2017.

Mr. C. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, briefed the members on the Community Facilities Applications Guidelines. 

He stated that the Local Community Development Committee (LCDC) and Longford Council Council invited applications from community groups for funding under the Department of Housing, Planning, Community and Local Government’s Communities Facilities Scheme 2017.
The aim of the Scheme is to enhance communities, address disadvantage and improve social cohesion at a local level by providing access to small-scale capital grants to help grass roots community projects get underway or take the next step towards completion.

A detailed list of applications received and recommended amounts to be allocated was circulated to the members.  Ciaran stated that funding will be allocated following completion of the projects and submission of evidence of expenditure.

Councillor Michael Carrigy declared an interest in Application No. 26 – Ballinalee Community Group. 

On the proposal of Councillor M. Mulleady seconded by Councillor M. Carrigy, it was agreed that the list, as circulated, be adopted.

NOTICES OF MOTIONS.

Footpath in Lisryan.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Carrigy and seconded by Councillor P.J. Reilly -

“I call on Longford County Council to extend the footpath in Lisryan on the road leading to Edgeworthstown.”

Mr. D. Coppinger stated that Longford County Council will examine the need for footpaths along the Edgeworthstown Road out of Lisryan. In conjunction with the members, the Council will develop a “needs” plan for the area’s footpaths. 
However, any construction of footpaths will be funding dependant and all of the current year’s allocations for footpaths is fully committed and therefore it will not be possible to carry out any works this year. As you are aware every town and village in the district has requirements for new footpaths and repair and maintenance of older paths and any works in the coming years will have to be prioritised on District wide basis dependant on funding available and perceived needs.

Car Park – Barrack Street, Granard.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P.J. Reilly and seconded by Councillor M. Carrigy        -

“That the Municipal District write to the  OPW regarding the area of ground at the rear of Granard Garda Station to obtain it for Car Park space for the Barrack Street end of the town.

It was agreed that a letter be forwarded to the OPW regarding  Councillor Reilly’s Notice of Motion.

Water Bursts.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P.J. Reilly and seconded by Councillor  M. Carrigy     –
“That the Municipal District writes for a record of the number of times and costings that it has cost Irish Water in repairs on the Ballywillan, Sprinstown and Creevy line regarding call outs on water bursts in the past two years and to request when will works be carried out on this line, as some weeks there are at 
least two bursts causing major inconvenience to connection holders.

David stated that Longford County Council has been informed by IW that approximately €180,000 has been spent over the last 5 years on repairs to watermains on the three locations indicated in the motion. All three sections of watermain have been put forward for a Watermains Replacement programme and IW are hopeful that these areas will receive a high priority in the next few years. Unfortunately all mains replacement expenditure for the current year is fully committed to existing projects already in progress. 
It was agreed that a letter be forwarded to Irish Water regarding Councillor Reilly’s Notice of Motion.

CORRESPONDENCE.
