Relocation of Salt & Gritting Barn.      
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Sexton and seconded by Councillor P. Nolan  -

“That this County Council relocates the Salt & Gritting Barn on the Park Road to a more 
          convenient location on the edge of town e.g. N4 / N5 /N63.”

D. Tubridy stated that the salt barn was constructed in 2014 . Longford County Council examined several options at the time and concluded that the most appropriate available location was the Machinery Yard . 
This tied in with the redevelopment of the yard with in excess of 400k spent on infrastructural improvements in the yard including the salt barn and the provision of a depot for Longford MD. Longford County Council will carry out an operational review with a view to mitigating any complaints from local residents.
