ADOPTION OF MINUTES.

On the proposal of Councillor M. Casey seconded by Councillor G. Farrell, the Minutes of Committee Meeting of Ballymahon Municipal District held on the 5th November 2018, as circulated, were confirmed and adopted.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES.
Ballymahon MD – Burial Grounds Expenditure Report 2018 was circulated and considered by the members.

Rathcline Cemetery.
Councillor M. Casey requested a more detailed report regarding grant payments to Rathcline Cemetery Committee for the years 2016, 2017 and 2018 be provided to the MD members.
Cloncallow Graveyard.

Councillor P. O’Toole stated that a payment of €300.00 is outstanding to the Cloncallow Graveyard Committee. 

MANAGEMENT REPORT.

The Management Report, as circulated, was noted.
SPEED LIMIT REVIEW.

A presentation on Longford County Council Special Speed Limit Bye-Laws No. 1 2018 was given by Con Diffley, SEE Roads, at Committee Meeting held prior to this meeting.

The public consultation stage of the Special Speed Limit review has been completed. 

For the National Roads in the Ballymahon Municipal District, the draft special speed limits included a number of amendments proposed by the TII. For some of these proposed amendments, submissions were received. The proposed amendments to the National Roads Special Speed Limits, and any submissions received, were discussed in detail and the following was agreed by the members –

National Road Amendments proposed by the TII and included in the Draft Bye-Laws –

Edgeworthstown (At School) N55 -     TII proposal is that the existing 50 KpH zone being shortened by 590m and replaced with a 60KpH zone. End of 50KpH zone proposed to be approximately at Garda Station.   Submissions were received from An Gardai Siochana in support of the proposed amendment and from St Marys Community Campus and St Marys Childcare Campus in opposition to the proposed amendment.  -  The proposed amendment and the submissions were discussed and the decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.  proposed by Councillor M. Cahill and seconded by Councillor P. O’Toole.

Edgeworthstown (At School) N55  -  TII proposal is that A new Periodic speed limit of 40KpH being introduced at the National School. This periodic speed limit to cover the opening and closing times of the National School. As per previous amendment, Submissions were received from An Gardai Siochana in support of the proposed amendment and from St Marys Community Campus and St Marys Childcare Campus in opposition to the proposed amendment.  -  The proposed amendment and the submissions were discussed and the decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.  The decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.   – proposed by Councillor M. Cahill and seconded by Councillor P. O’Toole.

Edgeworthstown (GAA Pitch to N4) N55 -  TII proposal is that the Existing 50KpH zone from the GAA grounds to the N4 Goldsmith Roundabout being replaced with a 60KpH zone. This ties in with the existing 60KpH zone of the N4 through Edgeworthstown. No submissions from the public. The decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.   -  proposed by Councillor M. Cahill and seconded by Councillor P. O’Toole.

Ballymahon (North approach) N55 -  TII proposal is to introduce an 80KpH speed limit starting approx 600m south of Doory Cross and ending at Sands bridge. No submissions from the public. The decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.    -  proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by Councillor P. O’Toole.

Ballymahon (North approach) N55 - TII proposal is that the Existing 50 KpH zone being shortened by 350m and replaced with a 60KpH zone. The proposed end of the 50KpH zone will be at the vacant Factory. No submissions from the public.  The decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.   -  proposed by Councillor G. Farrell seconded by Councillor P. O’Toole.

Killashee (East)  N63  - TII proposal is that the Existing 50 KpH zone being shortened by 800m and replaced with a 60KpH zone. The proposed end of the 50KpH zone will be slightly east of the Health Clinic. No submissions from the public.   The decision of the elected members was that the speed limits at this location should remain as they currently are.  - Councillor M. Casey proposed and Councillor G. Farrell seconded that the speed limit at this location remain at 50KpH.

Killashee (West) N63  -  TII proposal is that the Existing 50 KpH zone being shortened by 375m and replaced with a 60KpH zone. The proposed end of the 50KpH zone will be approx 130m east of the C of I Church. No submissions from the public.   The decision of the elected members was that the speed limits at this location should remain as they currently are.   – Councillor M. Casey proposed and Councillor G. Farrell seconded that the speed limit at this location remain at 50 KpH.

Lanesborough N63  -  TII proposal is that the Existing 50 KpH zone being shortened by 355m. The proposed end of the 50KpH zone will be approximately 25m east of junction of road to National School. The speed limit in this area is being increased to 60KpH. No submissions from the public. The decision of the elected members was to support the proposed amendment.    -  proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by Councillor M. Casey.

For the Regional and Local roads in the Ballymahon Municipal District no submissions were received from the public as a result of the public consultation process and therefore no further alterations to the Draft Special Speed Limits were proposed.
2018 COMMUNITY GRANT SUPPORT SCHEME.

On the proposal of Councillor P. O’Toole seconded by Councillor  M. Cahill, it was agreed,  that  €2,000.00 be allocated to Ballymahon Town Team Committee towards the cost of a promotional video and set up costs for the Town Team. 

On the proposal of Councillor P. O’Toole seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, it was agreed that €700.00 be allocated to Bridgeways Family Resource Centre towards the cost the 2018 Christmas Party, subject to receipt of completed application.

On the proposal of Councillor P. Ross seconded by Councillor  M. Cahill, it was agreed,  that  €800.00 be allocated to Edgeworthstown Traders Association  towards the cost of Halloween Festival. 

On the proposal of Councillor P. Ross seconded by Councillor  M. Cahill, it was agreed,  that  €250.00 be allocated to Mostrim Youth Players towards the cost of Hoodies with logos. 

On the proposal of Councillor P. Ross seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, it was agreed that funding which was allocated to Edgeworthstown Tidy Towns for landscaping and fencing works at Bracklyn be reallocated towards the construction of an outdoor Crib for the town and other Tidy Towns projects.

On the proposal of Councillor P. Ross seconded by Councillor P. O’Toole, it was agreed, in principle, that €2,000.00 be allocated to Edgeworthstown Town Team towards set up costs.  
It was agreed that the formation of new Town Team be approved in advance by Ballymahon Municipal District. 

It was unanimously agreed that any funding remaining from 2018 Community Grant Support Scheme be carried forward to the 2019 Scheme.

It was also agreed that any allocated grant aid that had not been drawn down by year end be accrued for the year 2018.

PRIMARY SCHOOL’S DIGITAL PROJECT.

Christine Collins and Danny Lynch gave a comprehensive presentation regarding the Primary School’s Digital Project.

The aims of the project are to ensure student learning will go beyond the walls of the classrooms and start conversation on the National Broadband Plan in all communities and to assist young people to become engaged thinkers, active learners, knowledge constructors to participate fully in society.  It will also present a vision for a connected Longford.
Christine requested the members to encourage the National Schools in their area to become involved in the project. 

NOTICES OF MOTIONS.

Works on the Fermoyle Road, Lanesboro.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by 

Councillor  P. Ross -

“I call on Longford County Council to do upgrade works on the Fermoyle 
Road, Lanesboro between Morans and the School before a child gets seriously injured.”

It was agreed that a plan be prepared for this stretch of road and funding options be considered.

N63 Junction in Lanesboro.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by 

Councillor  M. Casey  -

“That the Roads Department writes to the TII looking for a table top road 
layout for the N63 junction in Lanesboro.”

P. Newell stated that Table Tops are associated with traffic calming and prevention of accidents.  In May 2017, the TII wrote to the Council and said that there weren’t any recent collisions at the junction and accidents that were recorded were below average.
Councillor Farrell requested that a further letter be sent to the TII regarding this junction.
Boundary Fence at Hazelwood, Colehill.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor  M. Cahill  -

“That the wooden boundary fence at Hazelwood Colehill be replaced with a low stone wall as the existing fence is broken and rotten and is a safety hazard and a stone wall would be an attractive feature at the approach to Colehill.”

P. Newell stated that the Council will undertake repairs to the fence.
Sign at Approach to Carrickboy from Longford.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor M. Casey -

“That we replace the old existing sign at the approach to Carrickboy from 
Longford to a heritage type sign which the other roads have.”

This request was agreed.
Signage at the Junction at the Old Road, Ardagh.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor M. Casey -

“That the signage at the junction at the Old Road Ardagh off the N55 be changed as it is affecting the sightline for traffic turning onto the N55.”

P. Newell stated that the signs interfering with sight distance have been recorded on the TII Defects System and a separate report has been issued to the Signage Section of the TII.

Correspondence received from An Garda Siochana regarding road traffic enforcement in Legan Village was noted.
Correspondence received from Irish Water regarding upgrade to the Ballymahon Town Sewerage Scheme was noted.  The date of the next IW Clinic to be confirmed.

Lanesboro Resource Centre Payments.
