ADOPTION OF MINUTES.

MANAGEMENT REPORT.
The Management Report, as circulated, was noted.
FUNDING OF BURIAL GROUNDS  
The Members reviewed the 2017 Burial Grounds payments and made a number of suggestions and asked if these could be considered by the Infrastructural and Environmental Services Strategic Policy Committee i.e. 
· Clarification on ownership of burial grounds  -  the members asked if a list could be made available to them of the Council owned Burial Grounds in the Ballymahon MD area.

· A formal application process should be put in place for funding of Burial Grounds with a defined closing date.  The members suggested that this scheme should not be publicly advertised.

· Funding should only be made on receipt of an application for funding.  The members requested that the MD members review the applications before funding is allocated.

· Priority should be given to Council owned Burial Grounds when considering allocation of funding.

They also considered correspondence in relation to the boundary stone wall at Shrule Cemetery and decided to reserve their decision on providing funding until they had an opportunity to look at other funding options.

APPLICATIONS FOR FUNDING UNDER THE 2018 COMMUNITY GRANT 
SUPPORT SCHEME.

Six appeals were considered by the members.  It was agreed to revoke four decisions taken at committee meeting held on the 22nd March 2018 and allocate funding to four of the groups who appealed.  It was further agreed to uphold decision taken on two appeals received.
The members also agreed to allocate funding to three new groups who submitted applications since the March meeting of the Municipal District.

Decisions taken regarding appeals and new applications highlighted in blue on the attached appendix.

UPDATE ON PROJECTS FOR FUNDING FROM CAPITAL RESERVES 2018.
Updates (highlighted) were given as follows -
· €80k towards footpath and road surface improvements in Council Owned Housing Estates prioritised as follows:

1. Cartron View, Kenagh

2. St. Matthews Park, Ballymahon – costings being prepared.  Additional funding may be required for St. Matthews Park.
3. Devine Crescent, Edgeworthstown.

· €40k Lanesboro streetscape improvements  -  Councillor G. Farrell confirmed that draft drawings and costings are being prepared  for the project and the works will commence within the next month.
· €5k Contingency
NOTICES OF MOTIONS.
Lighting at Scoil Bhride, Glen.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor M. Cahill -

“That Lighting be installed outside Scoil Bhride, Glen in the interest of public safety. 

P.J. stated that Scoil Bhríde, Glen has been inspected by the Area Engineer and recommended for funding under the annual CLÁR funding programme.

If the scheme is approved, Longford County Council proposes to carry out works at the School later in 2018.

Road at Tullyverane and Road leading to Fermoyle School.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by 

Councillor M. Cahill    -

“That Longford County Council addresses the bottle neck on the road at Tullyverane, Lanesboro between Patsy Leavy’s house and Regina Morrissey’s house as this is the main road to Fermoyle School and 
needs to be upgraded.”

P.J. stated that this road is not on the 2018 Roads Programme.  Longford County Council will carry out a pavement survey on this road.  Pending the survey, the road may be included in next year’s Roads Programme.  Councillor Farrell requested that the provision of a lay-by on this road be investigated.
Drainage at Patsy Leavey’s Tullyverane.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Farrell and seconded by 

Councillor  P. Ross   -

“That Longford County Council addresses the drainage problem at Patsy Leaveys, Tullyverane.”

P.J. stated that the Council will arrange a site inspection at Tullyverane to establish scope of works involved, and an estimate of the works.  

Older Persons Dwellings in Ballymahon.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. O’Toole and seconded by 

Councillor M. Cahill    -

“To ask Longford County Council to consider building a further 8 to 10 Older Persons 
Dwellings in Ballymahon to meet current demand.”

The meeting was informed that the provision of Older Persons Dwellings throughout the County is being considered on an ongoing basis in the context of the Council’s Capital Programme. Recently four OPDs have been constructed in Ballymahon. The Council is actively investigating the availability of suitable sites throughout the county. 
OPDs will be provided across the County as resources permit. It is  not possible to say with certainty at this stage when further OPDs will be delivered in the Ballymahon area but any viable proposal that is brought forward will be considered.

Retrofitting of doors and windows in Houses in St. Matthew's Park, Ballymahon.”

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. O’Toole and seconded by 

Councillor P. Ross  -

“ I call on Longford County Council to consider, on a phased basis, the retrofitting of doors and windows in all houses in St. Matthew's Park, Ballymahon.”
The meeting was informed that the retrofitting of replacement windows and doors is subject to the availability of funding. Replacement doors and double glazed windows have already been installed in the majority of the houses at St. Matthews Park. A funding application has been submitted to the Department and is being assessed at present. If it is approved and if funding is provided, consideration will be given to the carrying out of work at houses which have not already been fitted with replacement windows and doors.

Councillor M. Casey proposed and Councillor G. Farrell seconded that a survey be carried 

out on works required in all Council owned houses in the Ballymahon MD area so that 

should funding become available, the Council will be in a position to progress works.  
A.O.B.
The Cathaoirleach and Members welcomed Paul Newell to the Municipal District and thanked Alan Slattery for his work in the Ballymahon MD area.
Councillor M. Casey stated that the road in The Green, Lanesboro needs to be resurfaced.  Councillor Casey also suggested that ducting be placed underground.
Councillor P. O’Toole stated the consideration should be given to ducting being placed underground when the gas pipeline is being laid in Ballymahon.

This concluded the business of the meeting.
