MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES.
Taking in Charge of “Loughan Hill”, Drumlish, Co. Longford.
On the proposal of Councillor Martin Mulleady seconded by Councillor Pauric Brady, it was unanimously agreed to the taking in charge of “”Loughan Hill”, Drumlish, Co. Longford, as circulated with Agenda for March Municipal District Meeting.
AREA ENGINEER’S PROGRESS REPORT.
The Area Engineers Progress Report was noted. D. Coppinger briefed the members on the following  -
· Water Conservation (Quigley’s) Contract.

It was agreed that a letter be forwarded to IW regarding the delay in completion of works at Drumure DMA, between Killeenatruan Village and Killeter Crossroads.

The following issues were also raised by the members  -

· Need for a White line at Corinagh at McInerneys.

· Commencement of Local Improvement Schemes.

NOTICES OF MOTIONS.

Trees in the Old Graveyard in Drumlish.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor  P. Brady  and seconded by Councillor M. Mulleady  -
“That the trees in the old Graveyard in Drumlish that have been uprooted and are leaning over headstones be cut and removed before they cause serious damage.”

D. Coppinger informed the members that trees were recently removed in order to make the area safe for now. The local Cemetery Committee have applied to Longford County Council Environment section for funding to remove the remaining trees.
Traffic Lights in Drumlish.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor  P. Brady  and seconded by Councillor M. Mulleady -
“That the traffic lights in Drumlish be fixed as a matter of urgency as they are out of order for the past couple of weeks.” 
D. Coppinger stated that the Council recently carried out some repairs to these lights. There was an issue with the button sticking. Hopefully, this will resolve the immediate issues.  However, the long-term solution may require the complete replacement of the controller and sensor equipment.
It was agreed that the lights be turned off completely until a new set is provided at this location.  Ann Marie McKeon to notify the local school regarding this decision.

Traffic Calming Measures at Ennybegs Village.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor  G. Hagan  and seconded by Councillor  M. Mulleady  -
“I call on Longford County Council to install traffic calming measures at Ennybegs Village.”

D. Coppinger stated that as a first step speed monitoring equipment will be set up in the 

Village to monitor the speed patterns and to see if there is an issue with traffic exceeding the 
posted speed limit. The data collected will inform any future proposals. 
Traffic calming measures may be considered, subject to the availability of funding.

Low Cost Safety Scheme on
the R194 at Killeenatruhan

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor  G. Hagan  and seconded by Councillor  M. Carrigy -

"I call on Longford County Council to carry out a Low Cost Safety Scheme on the R194 at Killeenatruhan in light of the numerous accidents which have occurred there over the years."
D. Coppinger stated that Longford County Council have carried out low cost improvements at this junction in the past.   At this stage, it is considered that what is required is a redesign of the junction and subsequent realignment.   The cost of such realignment would be quite high and would not fall within the parameters of a Low Cost Scheme. Currently, there is no funding stream for realignment schemes on regional roads.

Correspondence  -  circulated.
Letter dated 20th April 2018 received from the Department of Agriculture, Food and Marine regarding the Control of Noxious Weeds on Public Lands was noted.
Correspondence dated 25th April 2018 received from the Office of Public Works regarding site at the rear of Granard Garda Station. D. Coppinger informed the members that he has confirmed to the OPW that Longford County Council is interested in purchasing the site in question.
Correspondence dated 14th May 2018 received from Jim McKeon, Aughnacliffe regarding preservation works on the Dolmen in Aughnacliffe was considered by the members.
Mairead Ni Chonghaile, Heritage Officer, replied to queries raised by the members and it was agreed that the Council should engage with the Landowner to progress the following –

· Preservation of the Dolmen and the site.
· Provision of a suitable access route to the Dolmen.

· Provision of adequate signage. 

This item to be considered further at the next M.D. Meeting.

Bully’s Acre, Ballinaleee.

Councillor M. Carrigy referred to a number of issues at the Graveyard at Bully’s Acre and requested Mairead to carry out an inspection.
