“I call on IDA Ireland to immediately source a strategic land bank in the Longford town 

area that will enable them to market the town to major Pharma / ICT company 

“In conjunction with Longford Comhaltas and other community and business 
organisations commence the process of targeting to stage the All Ireland Fleadh in 
Longford town.”

“In the interest of clarity, that our Bye-Laws be amended to ensure that the space/s provided for the charging of electric vehicles are exempt from parking charges.”

“That we immediately review our signage and enforcement in relation to heavy duty traffic going through Teffia Park where I propose the installation of CCTV as a way of enforcing the policy”.

“That we immediately review the safety features and road condition of Cartron Road, Lisbrack between the Rugby Club and Treatment Plant.”

“I am calling on Longford Municipal District to complete the stretch of footpath directly opposite Longford Garden Centre servicing 53-59 Foynes Court as a matter of urgency. A number of years ago the Council completed path works from the junction of the R198 and wrapped around Knockmartin Lane but even though kerbing was installed all the way down, the path itself ceased just before No. 53. The completion of the path would be of minimal cost (as it’s a short stretch and kerbing is already installed) but it would eliminate an obvious trip/public safety hazard and improve the aesthetics of the area.”

“I am proposing that the works outlined in an LIS application for the L5028 at Creenagh, Longford be progressed as a matter of urgency. This odyssey has been going on for over three years and notwithstanding the Government Moratorium on LIS Schemes, I have previously got assurances that the job would get prioritisation following the reinstatement of the scheme. This road services a substantial number of residential properties and its current condition represents a significant public safety concern.”
