NOTICES OF MOTIONS.

Low Cost Safety Scheme for Lisbrack Road.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor J. Flaherty and seconded by Councillor G. Warnock -

“I call on the Council to look at a Low Cost Safety proposal for the Lisbrack Rd, Longford, to include either ramps or flashing lights. The road is being used as a quick through road 
and cars are travelling at high speeds despite many young children living in the area.”

It was agreed that the Residents Associations in the area be consulted.

Footpaths in Pearse Drive and Lisbrack.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor J. Flaherty and seconded by Councillor P. Nolan -

“With the works nearing completion on the paths in Teffia Park and works on the Annaly 
Park paths due later this year, can the Council look to ringfence funding to undertake works 
on the paths in Pearse Drive and  Lisbrack.   Very little works have been done on the

Lisbrack Paths or the Estate since it was built nearly thirty years ago.    
In addition look at continuing the paths in line from the Demense houses to the Rugby Club  

along the Lisbrack Road.   Pedestrians are not using the path which drops back and runs in 
line with the  houses for approx 150 metres and it is a serious public safety issue with cars 
travelling at high speeds on this stretch of roadway.”

B. McNeela stated that these works will be considered in the context of the preparation 

of the 2019 Budget.

Speed Ramps at The Hollows and St. Emer’s Housing Estates.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor J. Flaherty and seconded by Councillor P. Nolan-

“To consider the provision of additional speed ramps at The Hollows and St Emer's Estates, 

in the interest and well being of the many young children living in both estates.”

B. McNeela stated that these works will be considered in the context of the preparation 

of the 2019 Budget.

Speed Ramps on Road servicing Wards Tce/Congress Tce/St. Michael’s Road.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor G. Warnock and seconded by 

Councillor P. Nolan -

“I am calling on Longford Municipal District to immediately reinstate the speed ramps which

 were removed from the road servicing Wards Tce/Congress Tce/St. Michael’s Road during

 the Cluid Regeneration of St. Michael’s Road a couple of years back. The road is used as a “rat run” between the N5 (Strokestown Road) and the N63 (Athlone Road). There is a high volume of daily traffic, including HGVs, and there are particular public safety concerns amongst the residents particularly that of child safety.”
Councillor Warnock’s request will be given examined.
Landscaping adjacent to County Council Offices, Great Water Street,

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Sexton and seconded by Councillor G. Warnock -

“That landscaping of the green area behind the wall opposite the newly levelled area on the

 County Council Great Water St site be undertaken immediately as part of the cleaning up of 

that whole area.”

J. McKeon stated that the area in question will be considered as part of the Camlin Quarter 

plan.
Lights on the Footpath outside of the Apartment Block at Eden Court on the Athlone

Road.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Sexton and seconded by Councillor S. Butler  -

“That the lights on the footpath outside of the apartment block at Eden Court on the Athlone

 Road be taken in charge.”
B. McNeela will examine this proposal from Councillor Sexton. 

Clean Up at Aldi Carpark.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor M. Sexton and seconded by Councillor G. Warnock -

“That Longford Municipal District writes to owners of the Aldi Carpark site to ask that 

the clean up the area immediately and on a regular basis.”

It was agreed that a letter be forwarded to the Management Company requesting that the 

condition of the area in question be addressed immediately in accordance with planning

conditions.
