New Bridge over the River Camlin.
In response to a query from Councillor S. Butler, J. McKeon confirmed that there are no

permanent plans regarding the site adjacent to the new bridge.  In the interim, the site will be 

used for tidying up the area. 

N63 Footpath Extension.

Councillor Warnock requested that consideration be given to extending the public lighting to 

the entrance onto the canal.

In reply to a request from Councillor Sexton, E. Bennett confirmed that landscaping will be 

carried out adjacent to the new footpath.

J. McKeon briefed the members on the Joint Action Plan which was agreed by the Gardai and 
the Local Authority to tackle anti-social behaviour in the Ardnacassa/Palace Crescent/Grian 
Ard areas of Longford town. 
Dog Control, Public Lighting, CCTV, Estate cleanup and waste collection, management of 
vacant houses are amongst the works being implemented.

John stated that the combined focussed approach between the local authority and the Gardai 
is producing steady progress in the area. 
It was agreed that Ray Murphy, Co-ordinator of the Ardnacassa Regeneration Plan, will brief
the members at the next MD Meeting.
Councillor P. Nolan requested that the MD members be notified of all meeting dates of the 

Committee which was established to oversee the Plan.
It was agreed that a letter be forwarded to An Garda Siochana regarding the number of 

recorded incidents in the area and also the need for an ongoing Garda presence in the area.
