TOWN Wi-Fi.
Philip Clapperton, Regional Sales Director, Magnet Networks, and Christine Collins, Longford County Council Broadband Officer, gave a comprehensive presentation regarding the proposal to provide free public wi-fi in a number of areas in Longford town, which they emphasised will be a vital link for tourism and businesses in the town. 
On the proposal of Councillor P. Nolan seconded by Councillor J. Browne, it was unanimously agreed that the proposals, as outlined, be accepted. 
LONGFORD TOWN COMMUNITY CCTV SIGNAGE
Cian McGovern, Analyst Developer, gave a comprehensive presentation regarding proposed new Longford Town CCTV Signage.
The new signage will ensure that Longford County Council and A.G.S are compliant with the Data Protection Act 2018, will ensure public awareness of the CCTV system and will improve its effectiveness by increasing its crime deterrence.
The members agreed to the new CCTV Signage.

The members were informed that a special Steering Committee has been set up between Longford County Council and An Garda Siochana to progress the enhancement and expansion of the CCTV system in Longford town.  
It was agreed that the list of CCTV requirements in Longford town which was compiled in 2016 be re-circulated to the MD members for consideration.

UPGRADE OF AMENITIES.

E. Bennett informed the members that a sum of €30,000 was provided in the Capital Programme 
each year since 2017 for capital expenditure on amenities. It was agreed that the budget should be
allocated equally between each Municipal District and spent on the upgrade of existing Council 
amenities.

€20,000 is the available funding for the Longford MD area (2017 and 2018 allocation).

  “I am calling on Longford Municipal District to complete the stretch of footpath directly opposite 
   Longford Garden Centre servicing 53-59 Foynes Court as a matter of urgency. 
   E. Bennett stated that a number of years ago the Council completed path works from the junction 
   of the R198 and wrapped around Knockmartin Lane but even though kerbing was installed all the
   way down, the path itself ceased  just before No. 53. The completion of the path would be of
   minimal cost (as it’s a short stretch and kerbing is already installed) but it would eliminate an
   obvious trip/public safety hazard and improve the aesthetics of the area.”

   Eamon stated the works can be carried out, as requested, subject to funding being available.
