ADOPTION OF MINUTES.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES.
Boundary Fence at Hazelwood, Colehill.

In response to a query from Councillor M. Cahill regarding the boundary fence at

Hazelwood, Colehill, B. Heslin confirmed that at the November meeting of the Municipal

District, following from Councillor Cahill’s Notice of Motion, the members were informed

that repairs will be carried out to the fence and to the tarmac and footpath at this location.
Rathcline Cemetery.

In response to a query raised by Councillor M. Casey at the last MD meeting, L. Higgins stated that the Environment Section has confirmed that no grant applications were received from the Rathcline Cemetery Committee and no payments were made for the years 2016, 2017 and 2018.
Cloncallow Graveyard.

In response to a query raised by Councillor P. O’Toole at the last MD  meeting, L. Higgins stated that the Environment Section has confirmed that €400 was paid to the Cloncallow Cemetery Committee, including €350 towards fencing. 

Councillor M. Casey requested that the members be given a detailed report on cemetery ownership, funding made to Cemetery Committees and monies received by the Environment Section in the MD area for the years 2016, 2017 and 2018.

PART 8 REPORT – Path linking Ballymulvey to Newcastle Woods.

On the proposal of Councillor Pat O’Toole seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, it was unanimously agreed to adopt Part 8 Report (Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) and Planning and Development Regulations  2001) (as 
amended) in respect of the construction of c.2.32 km path linking Ballymulvey to Newcastle Woods, as circulated.

White Line on the R392 at Lisaniskey / Terlicken Ballymahon.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor  P. O’Toole  –
“That the white line on the R392 at Lisaniskey / Terlicken Ballymahon be 
extended towards Ballymahon by 100m to end east of the junction in the interest of public safety.”
P. Newell stated that funding will be sought for a Low Cost Safety Scheme at this location.  The sight lines coming from the local road at the “gun” are poor and if the fence was set back, this would resolve the safety issue.  Paul will meet with the landowners at this location.

Caravans parked in Mostrim Oaks, Edgeworthstown.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor P. Ross and seconded by 

Councillor  M. Cahill –

“That the caravans currently parked in Mostrim Oaks, Edgeworthstown be removed.” 
P. Newell referred to the internal procedure for the management of illegally parked caravans. The Senior Executive Officer in Corporate is currently co-ordinating this issue with the Housing, Roads and Environment sections with a view to resolving this issue.
