Green Area in College Park.
The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor John Browne and seconded by Councillor Peggy Nolan                -

“ I call on Longford County Council to have drainage works carried out on the second green area in College Park, so as to stop water spilling out onto the pathways and onto the roadway, and making it easier on machinery to cut the grass.”
Longford Municipal District staff will carry out the necessary drainage works in early 2020.  The work will be carried out when ground conditions are favourable.

A.O.B.
Regeneration Offices.
It was proposed by Councillor Peggy Nolan seconded by Councillor Gerry Warnock and agreed that the Council needs to create public awareness of all the great work that is been done by the Regeneration Team and Longford County Council.  Councillor Nolan asked that by the end of the life of this Council that we could have a Regeneration office in the Town Hall dedicated to the Regeneration Team, with public access where all projects are on display – start dates, completion dates, plans etc.  
Councillor Joe Flaherty and Councillor Martin Monaghan welcomed the proposal and recommended that the location of the Regeneration office be on street level, involve LEO, and have a meet and greet facility. 

Closure of Great Water Street.
Councillors requested the opening of Great Water Street for Black Friday.  
It was noted that the contractor is on site. However, the street can only be re-opened when works are complete and approved by Health & Safety.
