ADOPTION OF MINUTES.

On the proposal of Councillor M. Cahill seconded by Councillor C. Murray, the Minutes of Meeting of Ballymahon Municipal District held on the 9th December 2019, as circulated, were confirmed and adopted.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES.
Funding – The Walks in Edgeworthstown.

On the proposal of Councillor P. Ross seconded by Councillor M. Cahill, it was unanimously agreed that €10,000 be allocated to walk and cycle way project in Edgeworthstown from the Special Projects Fund.

Commemorative Stone in Cloncallow Cemetery.

On the proposal of Councillor P. O’Toole seconded by Councillor G. Farrell, it was unanimously agreed that €3,000 be allocated from the Special Projects Fund towards the provision of commemorative stone in Cloncallow Cemetery in recognition of its association with the famine of 1847 and the former Ballymahon Workhouse.
Community Grant Support Scheme.

Closing date of receipt of applications for Community Support Scheme is 28 February.  It was agreed that a record of all community grant and special projected funding allocations would be maintained.

It was agreed that costings be prepared for the purchase and installation of the light and consideration be given to other funding sources.

Road at Carradogor, Newtowncashel.

“That Longford County Council widen the road by 1 meter at the junction at Carradogor, Newtowncashel to allow for cars and heavy machinery to pass safely.”
It was agreed that this work will be scheduled. 

Disabled Parking Space at Primary Care Centre.

“I call on Longford County Council to establish if a disabled parking space can be provided at the Primary Care Centre (G P’s Surgery) Lower Main Street Ballymahon.”
It was agreed that this work will be scheduled.

Councillor C. Murray requested that gritting be carried out on the hill leading to the National School in Newtowncashel. 

Councillor P. Ross requested that gritting be carried out at Meeltenagh Cross in Ardagh. 

Councillor M. Cahill requested that gritting be carried out on the road into Center Parcs

The members proposed that the Winter Maintenance Programme be reviewed by Strategic Infrastructure SPC.
