Lighting on Granard/Longford Road, R194.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor Turlough McGovern and seconded by Councillor P. Brady-
“It has been brought to my attention that the lighting on the Granard /Longford Road,  R194,  on the right side is inadequate (poor visibility for walking and potential accidents on the footpaths) from The Pat Baker Yard to Pettit Yard.”
D. Coppinger stated that the Road Design Section of Longford County Council look after the public lighting upgrade and maintenance.  The staff in the Section will contact Councillor McGovern directly regarding this location to see what might be needed and where funding might be sourced.

Road at Springtown, R194

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor Turlough McGovern and seconded by Councillor P. Brady  -

“Concerned residents have raised concerns to me regarding a  potential accident black spot at Springtown, R194.  I would like to propose a suitable solution to this e.g. take out the bend or more enhanced visible signage/rumble strips as a safety measure.”

The Area technical staff have already applied for funding for Sightline Improvements works at these Springtown bends in the 2020 Low Cost Safety Scheme application.  This has been approved. €25,000 has been allocated for these works and separate funding for drainage works in the same location will also be allocated. These measures should greatly improve the safety of this area.
