MANAGEMENT REPORT.

N4 Cooleeny (Shroid) Safety Scheme.
E. Bennett briefed the members on the N4 Cooleeny (Shroid) Safety Scheme – map circulated - and stated that the Part 8 for this Safety Scheme will be advertised in the

Councillor J. Browne requested that an additional public light be erected at the Church in Shroid.

Councillor G. Hagan expressed disappointment that the junction at Whiterock Lane is not included. 
N63 Market Square South.
Pavement overlay and ancillary works from Market Square to Flancare Roundabout due to commence in April 2020.

Pavement Strengthening Works on Main Street and Dublin Street.
Eamon explained that the above works will commence early as proposed works on the N63 Market Square south will start in April followed by proposed works on Majors Well Road.
On the proposal of Councillor P. Nolan seconded by Councillor G. Hagan it was agreed that the Pavement Strengthening Works on Dublin Street will commence in February followed by proposed works on Main Street.
Works on Grafton Court and Rue Noyal Chatillon.

J. McKeon confirmed that works are due to commence March/April this year.
Works on the Canal Walkway.
The members complimented the staff for the excellent works on the Canal Walkway.

The members requested that an Official Opening be held when all the works on the Canal Walkway are complete and also that a piece of artwork be placed at the Market Square and adequate signage be erected. 

J. McKeon presented a sign to the members which will be used for all Regeneration Projects in the town.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor John Browne and seconded by Councillor P. Nolan-

“I call on Longford County Council to have a house numbering system put in place at College Park and Templemichael Glebe similar to that at the Laurels Longford”
E. Bennett confirmed that a house numbering system will be provided at College Park and Templemicheal Glebe. 
Reflection Bench – Michael Nevin, R.I. P.
The following Notice of Motion which was proposed by Councillor Gerry Warnock and seconded by Councillor P. Nolan was unanimously agreed  -

“I am proposing that Longford Municipal District erect a Reflection Bench in The Mall (Albert Reynolds Peace Park) to honour the memory of former Councillor Michael Nevin, who recently passed on to his eternal reward. Through his work as the FAS Supervisor, Michael was instrumental in developing The Mall into the beautiful offering we are privileged to have today and it’s appropriate that we honour this.”

Eamon stated that Longford Municipal District staff will carry out the necessary works to install a Reflection Bench, at an agreed location, in the Albert Reynolds Peace Park.
On the proposal of Councillor Warnock it was agreed that the bench be located immediately left of the bridge going into the Park.  It was also agreed that a ceremony be held when the bench is erected for Michael’s family and present and former FAS workers in the Mall.

The design of the Reflection Bench will be brought to the MD for consideration and approval.

Pedestrian Crossing on Killashee Road.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor Martin Monaghan and seconded by Councillor S. Butler  -

“I would like to see an upgrade of existing lighting and improvements to signage at the pedestrian crossing on the Killashee Road between the Aldi and Super-Valu Stores.
As this is a very busy thoroughfare and currently poses serious health and safety risks to all users.”

Eamon confirmed that the Pedestrian Crossing on the Killashee Road will be replaced as part of the N63 Market Square South contract works scheduled to start in April this year.   Additional public lighting will be installed at the pedestrian crossing also as part of the construction works.
Business Improvement District.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Councillor S. Butler and seconded by Councillor M. Monaghan  -

“That Longford Municipal District consider introducing a Business Improvement District (BID) in the retail core of Longford Town.”
It was agreed that Councillor Butler’s Motion be referred to the Placemaking Strategic Policy Committee for consideration.
